Water Quality

Backflow Prevention Program Begins
Hailey will implement a comprehensive backflow testing
program this season. All residential irrigation systems fall
under Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ)
regulations for irrigation system testing of backflow
prevention devices. Inspections of businesses, a more
extensive process, fall under DEQ rules as well.

A backflow device is a mechanical piece which keeps
dangerous chemicals from entering the city water system.
The most common is a double check valve which is used
on irrigation systems. There are other devices that provide
greater protection in certain business environments and
circumstances .

How will the inspection program be implemented?

1. A brief survey is distributed with this mailing. All
customers, both residential and business, are asked to
return the survey immediately.

2. From your survey information we will be able to help
you identify whether or not you need an inspection,
and what type. A list of certified testers will be
provided on our website

3. You may use a certified tester of your choice. Your
landscape company may have some recommendations
and be able to perform your test during spring
irrigation turn-on activities. The scheduling and cost
of tests are your responsibility.

4. We will maintain a data-base of your backflow
equipment and tests, from which we will be able to
send reminders and information relative to the annual
process.

Conditional Use Permit
for Schools

Hailey Planning & Zoning Com-

mission - March 10, 2014

Amendment to the Hailey Zoning Ordinance to
establish schools as a conditional use in residential
areas, instead of a permitted use, to be forwarded to
the Hailey City Council for consideration in April,
2014.

The purpose of the amendment is to insure that
schools are planned in a safe manner consistent
with the design of the neighborhood. Generally, it
is believed that schools belong in residential neigh-
borhoods, and should be designed in a manner to fit
the neighborhood in terms of the size of the school
property, the open space around the school, traffic
considerations, and sufficient parking.

Permits
Landscaping, Fences and Trees

Trees within city right-of-ways are considered
public trees. Trimming or removing them is al-
lowed only with a permit.

Landscaping projects in the right-of-way must be
approved through a city encroachment permit. The
permit is designed to guide landscaping projects
with safety in mind; traffic visibility, proper grade
and drainage for longer lasting asphalt, and place-
ment so that snow plowing doesn’t destroy your
finished product. Any grading, planting, curbing,
installation of pavers, driveways, berms, or walls
are subject to an encroachment permit.

Fence Permits are easily obtained from the Com-
munity Development Department. A simple de-
scription of the fence, showing materials, height,
and placement on the property is required. The
fence permit is subject to a $30 fee.
