Project Summary: Architectural Testing, Inc. was contracted by Vitro America, LLC to
perform testing on a Series CT451S% aluminum storefront system (heavy mullion) at the
Architectural Testing, Inc test facility in Tampa, Florida. The sample tested successfully met the
performance requirements. Test specimen description and results are reported herein. The
sample was provided by the client.

Frame Construction: The frame consisted of extruded aluminum members. An aluminum
subsill was utilized at the frame sill. The subsill was fastened to the steel frame with
1/4" x 1-1/2" flat head Philips drive self-drilling screws located 2" from each side of the
Jambs and mullions. Each fastener location was cap sealed with sealant. Plastic end dams
set in sealant were applied at the corners of the assembly at the sill/jamb connections.
Sealant was applied to the "C" slot along the entire length of subsill vertical sill leg.

Frame Construction: (Continued) The horizontal members were attached to the vertical
members with 1/4" x 1" slotted hex washer head screws fastened through the vertical
members and into the screw spline of the horizontal members. Each fastener location was
cap sealed with sealant. A plastic water diverter was used at the horizontal member
connection points and was held in place with sealant. The horizontal/vertical joints were
sealed with butyl tape on the interior side of the framing only.

The vertical mullions consisted of a two-piece assembly which snapped together.
Weatherstripping: No weatherstripping was utilized.

Glazing Details: The fixed lites utilized a 25.4 mm (1") thick insulating glass unit. The
insulating glass unit was fabricated from one sheet of 6.4 mm (1/4") thick clear tempered
glass on the inboard lite and one sheet of 6.4 mm (1/4") thick clear tempered glass on the
outboard lite. The glass was adhered with butyl to a 12.6 mm (1/2") aluminum spacer
system. Setting blocks were used at the sill and horizontals in the glazing pocket to support
the insulating glass unit in the assembly frame. The insulating glass unit was set from the
exterior against a rubber top load compression gasket and secured from the exterior with an
aluminum snap-in glazing stop and a rubber top load compression gasket. The glazing bite
was 3/8".

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FINDINGS OF FACT, CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND DECISION

On November 12, 2012, the Hailey Planning and Zoning Commission considered the recommendation
by the Administrator to exempt the addition of an awning and three replacement windows from design
review, which constitutes an alteration to the exterior of an existing building, at Woodside Sub #10, Lots
8 & 9, Blk 45 (3980 Woodside Blvd.) The Commission, having been presented with all information
regarding the proposal, hereby makes the following Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Decision.

FINDINGS OF FACT

Standards of Evaluation

Articles IV and VI(A) of the Hailey Zoning Ordinance establish the criteria for applications for Zoning
and Design Review. For each applicable standard (in bold print), the Commission makes the following
Findings of Fact:

6A.1(A). No person shall build, develop, or substantially remodel or alter the exterior of the
following Buildings without receiving design review approval pursuant to this Article:

1. A building for a non-residential use within any zoning district.

2. A building for a Public or Semi-Public Use within any zoning district.

3. A Multi-Family Dwelling of three or more units within any zoning district.

4. A Single Family Dwelling, Duplex or Accessory Structure within the
Townsite Overlay (TO) District.
5. A Historic Structure.

FINDING:
e The use of the building is for commercial/retail and is open to the public during regular business
hours, as established by the proprietor. Design Review is therefore required.

6A.2(A)(3). The Administrator has the authority to recommend exemption of certain projects
from the design review requirements, upon finding; the project is minor, will not conflict with the
design review standards of this Chapter and will not adversely impact any adjacent properties.
Examples include, but are not limited to minor deck additions, changes to siding materials,
changes to an existing window or door, an addition of a window or door, and minor landscape
changes. Such recommendation for exemption shall be drafted in the form of Findings of Fact and
Conclusions of Law, subject to final decision by the Commission on its consent agenda prior to
issuance of a building permit. Should the Commission deny the Administrator’s recommendation
or should the Administrator determine that the proposal does not meet all of the above evaluation
criteria, the project shall be subject to the provisions of this chapter prior to issuance of a building
permit.

FINDING:

e The Administrator reviewed a request submitted for Platt Electric by Troy Brown of Conrad
Brothers Construction to alter the exterior of an existing building, adding an awning and replace
three windows. The Platt Electric building is located at Woodside Sub #10, Lots 8 & 9, Blk 45
(3980 Woodside Blvd.) within the Light Industrial zoning district. The proposal is to add an
awning above the double entry doors and three 46” x 46” CS451 Storefront System windows to
the west side of the building. The Administrator finds the proposed alterations constitute a minor
project, will not conflict with the design review standards of this Article 6A and will not
adversely impact any adjacent properties. The alterations as described- the addition of an
awning and replacement of three windows with the submitted colors and specifications are found
to be compatible with the surrounding buildings in the area. The Administrator recommends
exemption of these alterations from the design review requirements.

2. The proposed awning color and design and the three replacement windows are approved and
documented in the project file.

3. This approval exempts this project from the design review requirements and standards of Article
VIA.

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FINDINGS OF FACT, CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND DECISION

On October 9, 2012 the Hailey Planning and Zoning Commission considered a Design
Review application submitted by Blaine County, represented by Thomas Phillips of
Mckinstry Inc., proposing to alter the rear entryway area and structure of Blaine County
Courthouse (BCC) located at Hailey Townsite, Blk 27, Lots 13-22 (206 S. 1% Ave.) in the
Townsite Overalay and Business zoning districts. The Commission having been
presented with all information and testimony in favor and in opposition to the proposal,
hereby makes the following Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Decision.

FINDINGS OF FACT

Notice
Notice for the public hearing was published in the Idaho Mountain Express on September
19, 2012, and mailed to property owners within 300 feet on September 21, 2012.

Application
Blaine County, represented by Thomas Phillips of Mckinstry Inc., submitted a Design

Review application proposing to alter the rear entryway area and structure of Blaine
County Courthouse (BCC) located at Hailey Townsite, Blk 27, Lots 13-22 (206 S. 1*
Ave.). Proposed was the replacement and proper attachment of the rear shed dormer roof
structure, which has suffered damage from previous snow packs. Specifically, existing
trusses from the rear shed roof and all the eaves were proposed to be removed and be
replaced. Additionally, unreinforced masonry walls were proposed to be tied into the
new roof structure. Overall, structural replacements on both the lower and upper level
entryway/ building space roof areas and structural supports— both requiring removal and
replacement of exterior moldings and materials— required design review for proper and
appropriate reinstallation or replacement of exterior elements.

Procedural History
The application was submitted on September 14, 2012. The last ordinance to amend
Article 6A of the Zoning Code was Ordinance 1062.

Standards of Evaluation

Articles IV and VIA of the Hailey Zoning Ordinance establish the criteria for
applications for Zoning and Design Review. For each applicable standard (in bold print),
the Commission makes the following Findings of Fact:

8.2 Signs.

The applicant is hereby advised that a sign permit is required for any signage exceeding
four square feet in sign area. Approval of signage areas or signage plan in Design
Review does not constitute approval of a sign permit.

9 Parking and Loading Spaces
[*insert relevant code sections in bold]
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9.4 On-Site Parking Space Requirements.

9.4.2 Commercial, Professional, Service, Recreation and Entertainment.

A. All commercial, professional, service, recreation and entertainment
uses shall provide improved parking in the amount of one parking space for every
1,000 square feet of gross building area.

BCC alteration is below 1,000 square feet so no additional parking is required.

8B.4. Outdoor Lighting Standards.
8B.4.1 General Standards

a. All exterior lighting shall be designed, located and lamped in order to
prevent:

1. Overlighting;
Energy waste;
Glare;
Light Trespass;
. Skyglow.

b. All non-essential exterior commercial and residential lighting is
encouraged to be turned off after business hours and/or when not in use.
Lights on a timer are encouraged. Sensor activated lights are encouraged
to replace existing lighting that is desired for security purposes.

c¢. Canopy lights, such as service station lighting shall be fully recessed or
fully shielded so as to ensure that no light source is visible from or causes
glare on public rights of way or adjacent properties.

d. Area lights. All area lights are encouraged to be eighty-five (85) degree
full cut-off type luminaires.

e. Idaho Power shall not install any luminaires after the effective date of this
Article that lights the public right of way without first receiving approval
for any such application by the Lighting Administrator.

No new lighting was proposed. It is a condition of approval that all existing lighting
comply with Article 8B of the Hailey Zoning Ordinance.

The applicant is hereby advised the height of building is from record (natural) grade, not
from finished grade or finished floor.

Improvements Required.

A. Streets.
1. Sidewalks and drainage improvements are required in all
zoning districts, except as otherwise provided herein.
a. The requirement for Sidewalk and drainage

improvements may be waived if the proposed project construction is less than five
hundred (500) square feet.
Sidewalks are in place both along Croy Street and 1% Ave. East.

2. Sidewalk and drainage improvements shall be located and
constructed according to applicable City Standards, except as otherwise provided
herein.

3. The length of Sidewalk and drainage improvements
constructed shall be equal to the length of the subject property line(s) adjacent to
any Public Street or Private Street.

Sidewalks are in place both along Croy Street and 1% Ave. East.

4. New Sidewalks shall be planned to provide pedestrian
connections to any existing or future sidewalks adjacent to the site. In addition,
sidewalks shall be constructed to provide safe pedestrian access to and around a
building.

Sidewalks are in place both along Croy Street and 1% Ave. East.

5. Sites located adjacent to Public Streets or Private Streets that
are not currently thru-streets, regardless of whether the street may provide a
vehicular connection to future streets, shall provide sidewalks to facilitate future
pedestrian connections.
Sidewalks are in place both along Croy Street and 1% Ave. East.

6. The Developer or City may propose alternatives to either the
standard Sidewalk location or configuration required.
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No alternatives have been proposed.

7. The City may approve and accept voluntary cash contributions
in-lieu of the above described improvements, which contributions must be
segregated by the City and not used for any purpose other than the provision of
these improvements. The contribution amount shall be 110% of the estimated costs
of concrete sidewalk and drainage improvements provided by a qualified
contractor, plus associated engineering costs, as approved by the City Engineer. Any
approved in-lieu contribution shall be paid before the City issues a certificate of
occupancy. In-lieu contributions for sidewalks shall not be accepted in B, LB, TI
and SCI districts.

Sidewalks are in place both along Croy Street and 1% Ave. East.

B. Water Line Improvements.

1. In the Townsite Overlay District, any proposal for new
construction or addition of a garage accessing from the alley, where water main
lines within the alley are less than six (6) feet deep, the developer shall install
insulating material (blue board insulation or similar material) for each and every
individual water service line and main line between and including the subject
property and the nearest public street, as recommended by the City Engineer.
Project does not involve digging near water service lines so blue board insulating
material is not required for water mains and individual water service lines.

6A.8 Design Standards

A. Non-Residential, Multifamily or Mixed Use Building. The following
design standards apply to any non-residential, multifamily or mixed use building
located within the City of Hailey.

1. Site Planning
a. The location, orientation and surface of buildings shall

maximize, to the greatest extent possible sun exposure in exterior spaces to create
spaces around buildings that are usable by the residents and allow for safe access to
buildings
Alterations will maintain existing sun exposure of BCC exterior spaces.

b. All existing plant material shall be inventoried and
delineated, to scale, and noted whether it is to be preserved, relocated or removed.
Removal of trees larger than 6 inch caliper proposed to be removed require an
arborist review. Any tree destroyed or mortally injured after previously being
identified to be preserved, or removed without authorization, shall be replaced with
a species of tree found in the Tree Guide and shall be a minimum of 4 inch caliper.
Application materials show no plant material in project area so requirement is not
applicable.

c. Site circulation shall be designed so pedestrians have
safe access to and through the site and to building.
Site circulation will remain as it exists at BCC.
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d. Building services including loading areas, trash
storage/pickup areas and utility boxes shall be located at the rear of a building; the
side of the building adjacent to an internal lot line may be considered as an alternate
location. These areas shall be designed in a manner to minimize conflict among uses
and shall not interfere with other uses, such as snow storage. These areas shall be
screened with landscaping, enclosures, fencing or by the principal building.

Building service area will remain as it exists at BCC; building services being accessed
from the alley.

e. Where alleys exist, or are planned, they shall be utilized
for building services.
Building service area will remain as it exists at BCC; building services being accessed
from the alley.

f. Vending machines located on the exterior of a building
shall not be visible from any street.
Standard is applicable if a future vending machine is installed at exterior of building.

g. On-site parking areas shall be located at the rear of the
building and screened from the street. Parking and access shall not be obstructed
by snow accumulation.

On-site parking is at the rear of BCC, but is not screened from Croy Street.

h. Access to on-site parking shall be from the alley or, if
the site is not serviced by an alley, from a single approach to the street to confine
vehicular/pedestrian conflict to limited locations, allow more buffering of the
parking area and preserve the street frontage for pedestrian traffic.

Access to existing on-site parking is from the alley.

i. Snow storage areas shall be provided on-site where
practical and sited in a manner that is accessible to all types of snow removal
vehicles of a size that can accommodate moderate areas of snow.

Parking and snow storage areas are shown on plan A2.01 for parking and sidewalks.

J Snow storage areas shall not be less than 25% of the
improved parking and vehicle and pedestrian circulation areas.
Parking snow storage area for four parking spaces is 400 sq. ft. Snow storage areas for
sidewalks run the length of the property adjacent to sidewalks and are 10 ft. wide.

k. A designated snow storage area shall not have any
dimension less than 10 feet.
All snow storage areas have dimensions at least 10 feet wide.
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I Hauling of snow from downtown areas is permissible
where other options are not practical.
Applicant is hereby notified of option.

m. Snow storage areas shall not impede parking spaces,
vehicular and pedestrian circulation or line of sight, loading areas, trash
storage/pickup areas, service areas or utilities.

Applicant is hereby notified of requirements. Snow storage plan shows snow storage
areas not impeding specified areas.

n. Snow storage areas shall be landscaped with vegetation
that is salt-tolerant and resilient to heavy snow.
Applicant is hereby notified of requirements.

2. Building Design
a. The proportion, size, shape and rooflines of new
buildings shall be compatible with surrounding buildings.
Roof pitch of entryway roofing will be 5:12 to match existing roof pitch. Plans state this
may be adjusted if necessary to accommodate new rafter depth.

b. Standardized corporate building designs are prohibited.
Entryway and building space is not a standardized corporate building design.

c. At ground level, building design shall emphasize human
scale, be pedestrian oriented and encourage human activity and interaction.
Rear entryway emphasizes human scale.

d. The front facade of buildings shall face the street and
may include design features such as windows, pedestrian entrances, building off-
sets, projections, architectural detailing, courtyards and change in materials or
similar features to create human scale and break up large building surfaces and
volumes.

Front fagade of BCC faces 1% Ave. East.

e. Any addition onto or renovation of an existing building
shall be designed to create a cohesive whole.
Alterations are designed to return entryway and building space to original BCC
appearance.

f. All exterior walls of a building shall incorporate the use
of varying materials, textures and colors.
Entryway roof is proposed to be red metal to match roofing of other portions of BCC.
The red metal roofing will replace non-original white roofing that has not matched other
portions of the BCC roof.
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g. Exterior buildings colors and materials shall be
integrated appropriately into the architecture of the building and be harmonious
within the project and with surrounding buildings.

Alterations are designed to return entryway and BCC building space to original
courthouse appearance. Molding and materials will either be re-installed or be replaced if
destroyed or not re-installable.

h. All buildings shall minimize energy consumption by
utilizing alternative energy sources and/or passive solar techniques. At least three
(3) of the following techniques, or an approved alternative, shall be used to improve
energy cost savings and provide a more comfortable and healthy living space:

i) Solar Orientation. If there is a longer wall plane,
it shall be placed on an east-west axis. A building’s wall plane shall be oriented
within 30 degrees of true south.

Not applicable.

ii) South facing windows with eave coverage. At
least 40% of the building’s total glazing surface shall be oriented to the south, with
roof overhang or awning coverage at the south.

Not applicable.

iii) Double glazed windows.

Not shown on plans. A letter from an Idaho Historic Preservation Planner dated October
2, 2012 states -the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation of Historic
Buildings are the universal criteria” and the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office used
them in review of the courthouse project. Historic preservation planner, Donald W.
Watts further wrote, = n our opinion, the proposed courthouse project is entirely
consistent with the Standards.” From the city planner’s perspective, the in place
windows do not appear double glazed. If upon further examination, windows do require
replacement (which is not planned), applicable guidelines applied by the Idaho State
Historic Office shall be abided by.

iv) Windows with Low Emissivity glazing.

Not shown on plans. A letter from an Idaho Historic Preservation Planner dated October
2, 2012 states —the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation of Historic
Buildings are the universal criteria” and the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office used
them in review of the courthouse project. Historic preservation planner, Donald W.
Watts further wrote, —n our opinion, the proposed courthouse project is entirely
consistent with the Standards.” The in place windows do not appear to be windows with
low emissivity glazing, but to require low emissivity glazing here to meet at least three
requirements may reduce the historic nature of the windows. If windows are replaced,
applicable guidelines applied by the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office shall be
abided by.

V) Earth berming against exterior walls
Not shown on plans. A letter from an Idaho Historic Preservation Planner dated October
2, 2012 states —the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation of Historic
Buildings are the universal criteria” and the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office used
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them in review of the courthouse project. The Historic preservation planner, Donald W.
Watts further wrote, -fn our opinion, the proposed courthouse project is entirely
consistent with the Standards.” The in place exterior walls do not have earth berming
against them, but to require earth berming against exterior walls to meet at least three
requirements may reduce the historic nature of the walls.

vi) Alternative energy. Solar energy for electricity

or water heating, wind energy or another approved alternative shall be installed on-
site.
Not shown on plans. A letter from an Idaho Historic Preservation Planner dated October
2, 2012 states —the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation of Historic
Buildings are the universal criteria” and the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office used
them in review of the courthouse project. The Historic preservation planner, Donald W.
Watts further wrote, —Jn our opinion, the proposed courthouse project is entirely
consistent with the Standards.” As this project is minor and in consideration of the
historic nature of the building, no in place alternative energy will be required.

vii)  Exterior light shelves. All windows on the
southern most facing side of the building shall have external light shelves installed.
Not shown on plans. A letter from an Idaho Historic Preservation Planner dated October
2, 2012 states —the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation of Historic
Buildings are the universal criteria” and the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office used
them in review of the courthouse project. The Historic preservation planner, Donald W.
Watts further wrote, Jn our opinion, the proposed courthouse project is entirely
consistent with the Standards.” There is no in place exterior light shelves, but to require
new alternative energy to meet at least three requirements may reduce the historic nature
of this portion of the building.

i. Gabled coverings, appropriate roof pitch, or snow clips

and/or gutters and downspouts shall be provided over all walkways and entries to
prevent snow from falling directly onto adjacent sidewalks.
Not shown on plans. A letter from an Idaho Historic Preservation Planner dated October
2, 2012 states —the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation of Historic
Buildings are the universal criteria” and the Idaho State Historic Preservation Office used
them in review of the courthouse project. The Historic preservation planner, Donald W.
Watts further wrote, —fn our opinion, the proposed courthouse project is entirely
consistent with the Standards.” There is no in place exterior light shelves, but to require
new exterior light shelves to meet at least three requirements may reduce the historic
nature of this portion of the building.

je Downspouts and drains shall be located within
landscape areas or other appropriate locations where freezing will not create
pedestrian hazards.
Submittal shows downspouts, but landscaped areas near alteration area are not proposed.
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k. A master plan for signage is required to ensure the
design and location of signs is compatible with the building design and compliance
with Article 8.

No signs are proposed.

3. Accessory Structures, Fences and Equipment/Utilities

a. All  roof projections including, roof-mounted
mechanical equipment, such as heating and air conditioning units, but excluding
solar panels and Wind Energy Systems that have received a Conditional Use Permit,
shall be shielded and screened from view from the ground level of on-site parking
areas, adjacent public streets and adjacent properties.

Not applicable.

b. The hardware associated with alternative energy
sources shall be incorporated into the building’s design and not detract from the
building and its surroundings.

Not applicable.

c. All ground-mounted mechanical equipment, including
heating and air conditioning units, and trash receptacle areas shall be adequately
screened from surrounding properties and streets by the use of a wall, fence, or
landscaping, or shall be enclosed within a building.

Trash storage areas at back of BCC, and existing ground mounted mechanical units at the
south of BCC shall be adequately screened by a wall, fence, or landscaping, or be
enclosed within a building.

d. Additional appurtenances shall not be located on
existing utility poles.

4. Landscaping

a. Landscaped areas shall be planned as an integral part
of the site with consideration of the urban environment. A combination of trees
shrubs, vines, ground covers and ornamental grasses shall be used. New landscaped
areas having more than 10 trees, a minimum of 10% of the trees shall be at least 4-
inch caliper, 20% shall be at least 3-inch caliper, and 20% shall be at least 2); inch
caliper and a maximum of 20% of any single tree species may be used in any
landscape plan (excluding street trees). New planting areas shall be designed to
accommodate typical trees at maturity. Buildings within the LI and SCI-I zoning
district are excluded from this standard.

Because of entryway’s close proximity to alley, no landscaping is required at back of
building.

b. Plantings for pedestrian areas within the B, LB, TN and
SCI-O zoning districts shall be designed with attention to the details of color, texture

and form. A variety of trees, shrubs, perennials, ground covers and seasonal
plantings, with different shapes and distinctive foliage, bark and flowers shall be
used in beds, planter boxes, pots, and/or hanging baskets.

Pots and/or hanging planting baskets shall be placed aesthetically near rear entryway
doors.

c. Storm water runoff should be retained on the site
wherever possible and used to irrigate plant materials.
If possible, storm water runoff should be retained to irrigate plant materials on-site.

d. A plan for maintenance of the landscaping areas is
required to ensure that the project appears in a well maintained condition (i.e., all
weeds and trash removed, dead plant materials removed and replaced).

Owner County shall maintain landscaped areas in a well maintained condition.

e. Retaining walls shall be designed to minimize their
impact on the site and the appearance of the site.
Plans do not show a retaining wall.

f. Retaining walls shall be constructed of materials that
are utilized elsewhere on the site, or of natural or decorative materials.
Applicant is hereby notified of standard if screening around mechanical equipment is a
retaining wall.

g. Retaining walls, where visible to the public and/or to
residents or employees of the project, shall be no higher than four feet or terraced
with a three foot horizontal separation of walls.

Applicant is hereby notified of standard.

h. Landscaping should be provided within or in front of
extensive retaining walls.
Applicant is hereby notified of standard.

i. Retaining walls over 24” high may require railings or
planting buffers for safety.
Applicant is hereby notified of standard.

Je Low retaining walls may be used for seating if capped
with a surface of at least 12 to 16 inches wide.
Applicant is hereby notified of standard.

B. Non-Residential Building L.ocated within B, LB, or TN. In addition to
the standards applicable to any non-residential, multifamily or mixed use building
located within the City of Hailey described in Section 6A.8.A, the following design
standards also apply to any non-residential building located within the B, LB, or TN
zoning districts.
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1. Site Planning
a. The site shall support pedestrian circulation and
provide pedestrian amenities. Sidewalks shall be provided along building fronts.
Sidewalks are in place both along Croy Street and 1% Ave. East.

b. Wider sidewalks are encouraged to provide additional
amenities such as seating areas and bicycle racks.
Applicant is hereby notified of encouraged amenities.

2. Building Design

a. The main facade shall be oriented to the street. The
main entrance(s) to the building shall be located on the street side of the building. If
the building is located on a corner, entrances shall be provided on both street
frontages. If the design includes a courtyard, the main entrance may be located
through the courtyard. Buildings with more than one retail space on the ground
floor are encouraged to have separate entrances for each unit.
BCC main fagade will remain as it exists.

b. Buildings located within the Business District shall be
located directly at the back of the sidewalk. In other zoning districts buildings may
be separated from the sidewalk by landscaping or plazas with benches, bicycle
racks, trash containers, and other pedestrian amenities.

BCC is listed in the National Register of Historic Places (since 1978) and will retain its
location setback from the sidewalk.

c. Building designs shall maximize the human scale of
buildings and enhance the small town “sense of place”. This can be achieved by
utilizing voids and masses, as well as details, textures, and colors on building
facades. Human scale can also be achieved by incorporating structural elements
such as colonnades and covered walkways, overhangs, canopies, entries, and
landscaping. Particular attention should be paid to creating interest at the street
level.

Proposed alteration is to rear entryway and building space area, located off alley.
Entryway is proposed to cover the human entryway, at a human scale, very similar to
how it presently exists.

d. Buildings that exceed 30 feet in height, the entire roof
surface shall not project to the highest point of the roof. The Commission shall
review building height relative to the other dimensions of width and depth
combined with detailing of parapets, cornices, roof, and other architectural
elements.

Proposed entryway does not exceed 30 feet in height.

e. Livable outdoor spaces in multi-story buildings that
create pleasing elements and reduce the mass of taller buildings are encouraged.
Not applicable.
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f. Fire department staging areas shall be incorporated
into the design elements of the building.
Applicant is hereby noticed of requirement.

3. Landscaping

a. When abutting the LR, GR or TN zoning districts, a landscape buffer
between the project and the residential property shall be provided. The
buffer shall be at least eight foot wide to create a year-round visual screen
of at least 6 feet in height. The buffer shall be designed to avoid the
appearance of a straight line or wall of uniform plant material and shall
be wide enough to accommodate the planted species when mature.

Community Garden on the south of BCC, with native landscape buffers, serves as a
buffer to TN zoning district which abutts to the south. Project does not abutt an LR, GR
or TN zoning project to the east.

b. At ground level, buildings shall present a setting that is visually pleasing
to the pedestrian and that encourages human activity and interaction.
Rear area of BCC shall have screened trash bins and hanging potted plants near

entryway.

6A.9 Design Review Guidelines for Residential Buildings in the Townsite Overlay
District (TO).

L. Purpose

The Hailey Townsite Design Review Guidelines have been developed to provide
standards for development in Old Hailey. The term “Old Hailey” means all land
within the Townsite Overlay District. These Design Guidelines address the basic
elements of design related to building location, orientation, function and scale, as
well as how the building and improvements relate to the neighborhood. Section
ITI.A of this document outlines the Guiding Principles that provide a framework for
the detailed guidelines. These Design Guidelines allow for a wide variety of building
styles, while ensuring that each new building respects the neighborhood character of
Old Hailey. The Design Guidelines contain some flexibility to allow for individual
solutions to site specific issues.

II. Applicability

Proposals for new Single Family Dwellings, Accessory Dwelling Units, Accessory
Structures and Duplexes and additions thereto that add floor area equal to or
greater than 50% of the original structure will be reviewed for compliance with
these Design Guidelines. A remodel or alteration of the exterior of a Historic
Structure that does not add floor area is subject only to 6A.9(1I1)(C)(10).

BCC rear entryway alteration is not for a single family dwelling, accessory dwelling unit,
accessory structure or duplex and is not an addition equal to or greater than 50% of the
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original structure. Therefore, the guidelines in 6A.9(III) up to 6A.9(III)(C)(10) are not
applicable.

6A.9(11I)(C)(10). Historic Structures

In addition to the guidelines below, the Hailey Historic Preservation Commission
plays a key role in the demolition and remodeling of historic structures. Careful
consideration should be given to the removal of Historic Structures in Old Hailey.
Hailey Building Official stated a demolition permit was not required for this BCC
project. Decision was based on 2006 IRC amendment 105.1.5, which states demolition
permits are required for moving a structure from one site to another and
destruction/demolition of a structure for disposal. The BCC project is neither.

Contributing. A contributing building, site, structure or object adds to the historic
architectural qualities, historic associations or archeological values for which a
property is significant because either (a) it was present during the Period of
Significance, and possesses historic integrity reflecting its character at that time or
is capable of yielding important information about the period, or (b) it
independently meets the criteria of the National Register of Historic Places.

BCC has been listed in the National Register of Historic Places since 1978 and thus
qualifies as a contributing historical building under the definition provided by Section
6A.9(IIT)(C)(10). Historic Structures in the Zoning Code.

Periods Of Significance. The time periods are as follows:

1. 1855-1890 Settlement/Territorial- BCC was built in 1883
Time periods after 1940 are considered World War II and Pre-Modern, and
Modern. Buildings and structures built after 1940 are not subject to the guidelines
contained in this Section 10.
BCC was built in 1883 so it is subject to this section.

General Guidelines: Any alteration to the exterior of a Historic Structure requiring
design review approval shall meet the following guidelines:

e The alteration should be congruous with the historical, architectural,
archeological, educational or cultural aspects of other Historic Structures
within the Townsite Overlay District, especially those originally constructed
in the same Period of Significance.

BCC was built in 1883. A letter from Thomas Phillips, dated October 1, 2012 states -All
existing architectural detailing will remain either undisturbed or, if needing to be
removed to install the new structural and seismic elements, will be replaced exactly as
previously installed.”

e The alteration shall be contributing to the Townsite Overlay District.
Adaptive re-use of Historic Structures is supported while maintaining the
architectural integrity of the original structure.

Historical nature of rear entryway will either be maintained or be replaced as it was
previously installed.
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Specific Guidelines. Any alteration to the exterior of a Historic Structure requiring
design review approval shall meet the following specific guidelines:

e The design features of repairs and remodels including the general
streetscape, materials, windows, doors, porches, and roofs shall not diminish
the integrity of the original structure.

Historical nature of rear entryway will either be maintained or be replaced as it was
previously installed.

e New additions should be designed to be recognizable as a product of their
own Period of Significance with the following guidelines related to the
historical nature of the original structure:

~ The addition should not destroy or obscure important architectural
features of the original building and/or the primary facade;
~ Exterior materials that are compatible with the original building
materials should be selected;
~ The size and scale of the addition should be compatible with the
original building, with the addition appearing subordinate to the
primary building;
~ The visual impact of the addition should be minimized from the
street;
~ The mass and scale of the rooftop on the addition should appear
subordinate to the rooftop on the original building, and should avoid
breaking the roof line of the original building;
~ The roof form and slope of the roof on the addition should be in
character with the original building;
The relationship of wall planes to the street and to interior lots should be preserved
with new additions.
Historical nature of rear entryway will either be maintained or be replaced as it was
previously installed.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Based upon the above Findings of Fact, the Commission makes the following
Conclusions of Law:

Adequate notice, pursuant to Zoning Ordinance No. 532, Section 6A.5, was given.
The project is in general conformance with the Hailey Comprehensive Plan.

The project does not jeopardize the health, safety, or welfare of the public.

Upon compliance with the conditions set forth, the project conforms to the applicable
standards of Article 6A, Design Review, other Articles of the Zoning Ordinance and
City Standards.

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DECISION

The Design Review of the alteration to the rear entryway area and structure of BCC
located at Hailey Townsite, Blk 27, Lots 13-22 (206 S. 1* Ave.) in the Townsite
Overalay and Business zoning districts, is hereby approved subject to the following terms
and conditions:

The project shall be constructed in accordance with the application or as modified by
these Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Decision.

This Design Review approval is for plans dated October 1 & October 4, 2012. The
Planning & Zoning Administrator has the authority to approve minor modifications
to this project prior to, and for the duration of a valid Building Permit.

Trash storage areas at the back of BCC and existing ground mounted mechanical
units at the south of the BCC shall be adequately screened by a wall, fence, or
landscaping, or be enclosed within a building, and the screening of applicant’s choice
shall be presented to and approved by City Staff prior to its installation and be
installed by July 1, 2013.

Pots and/or hanging planting baskets shall be placed aesthetically near BCC rear
entryway doors and shall be in place by July 1, 2013.

Any construction work commenced by Blaine County or a construction agent on the
rear entryway project, documented in these findings, prior to Commission approval
of these findings conducted any such work at their own risk without design review
approval.

This Design Review approval shall expire one (1) year from the date of these
Findings of Fact, unless a building permit application has been submitted to the
Building Department.

This project is subject to Development Impact Fees pursuant to Municipal Code
Chapter 15.16. The estimated fee is determined at the time of Building Permit
application.

Except as otherwise provided, all the required building, landscaping, site,
infrastructure improvements and all other conditions of approval shall be constructed
and completed, or security in the amount of 150% of the estimated cost as approved
by the City, before a Certificate of Occupancy will be issued.

This Design Review approval is subject to the following conditions:
a) All applicable Fire Department and Building Department requirements shall be
met, including but not limited to:
1. An elevation certificate shall be obtained and submitted to the City for
building height verification.
i1. No auxiliary apparatus (e.g. utility meters, fire suppression equipment)
may extend into any public right-of-way.
iii. Any change in use or occupancy type from that approved at time of
issuance of building Permit may require additional parking, improvements
and/or approvals.
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b) All applicable City infrastructure requirements shall be met. Detailed plans for all
infrastructure to be installed or improved at or adjacent to the site shall meet City
Standards and shall be submitted for City approval.

c¢) All noxious weeds shall be controlled according to State Law.

d) Any existing and proposed lighting on the subject property shall comply with the
Outdoor Lighting standards.

e) The Original Townsite lot line underneath the existing and proposed structure
shall be removed. The plat shall be recorded prior to the issuance of a Certificate
of Occupancy.

7. A party aggrieved by a final decision of the Hearing Examiner or Commission may

appeal in writing any final decision by filing a Notice of Appeal with the Hailey City
Clerk within fifteen (15) days from the date of the decision.

River Gymnastics Academy of Hailey, Idaho hereinafier referred to as "Tenant." Landlord and

Tenant are sometimes hereinafter referred to as a "party” and collectively as the "parties.”
RECITALS

A. Landlord owns a commercial building (hereinafter the “Building™) located at
810 S. Main St, Hailey, Idaho; this real property is hereinafter referred to as the “Property.”

B. Tenant desires to opetate a gymnastics studio in the above described Building.
The space to be rented is located in Unit #C in the middle of the Building and includes
approximately 4400 sq ft of warehouse space on the ground floor, is referred to hereinafier as the
“Premises.” Tenant desires to lease the Premises from the Landlord together with all
improvements located on the Premises,

C. Landlord desires to lease the Premises to the Tenant.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

For and in consideration of the rental and of the covenants and agreements
hereinafter set forth to be kept and performed by the parties, Landlord leases to Tenant and
Tenant leases from Landlord the Premises for the term, at the rental, and subject to and upon all
of the terms, covenants and agreements hereinafter set forth.

¢. Not suffer, permit or commit any waste ar nuisance;

3. Term of Lease. The Premises is leased for a period of three years commencing
on 1% day of November, 2012 and terminating on 31® day of October, 2015 at twelve o'clock
midnight (12:00 a.m.). Tenant will have access to the space starting on the date Tenant receives a
conditional use permit to operate its business in the Premises fram the City of Hailey for space
preparation and move-in.

4. Rent. Beginning on the first day of the term of this Lease term and on the first
(1st) of cach month thereafter, Tenant shall pay to Landlord gross monthly rent as follows:

Year One:; $1860.00 per month
Year Two:  $1860.00 per month
Year Three:  $1860.00 per month

(2) Any rental payment not received by Landlord within five (5) days of
its due date shall, at the option of Landlord, bear interest at the rate of eighteen percent (18%) per
anmum until such rental payment and accrued interest are paid in full. The foregoing interest
constitutes additional rent.

5. Taxes.

5.01. Personal Property Taxes. Tenant shall pay prior to delinquency all
taxes assessed against and levied upon trade fixtures, furnishings, equipment and all other
personal property of Tenant located on the Premises or elsewhere, ‘When possible, Tenant shall
cause said trade fixtures, furnishings, equipment and all other personal property to be assessed
and billed separately from the personal property and Property of Landlord.

5.02. Real Property Taxes. All real property taxes and assessments
against the Premises shall be paid by the Landlord during the term of this Lease.
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6. Maintenance and Repairs, Alterations and Additions.

6.01 Tenant’s Obligations. Tenant acknowledges Tenant has been given
the full opportunity to view and inspect the Premises and accepts the Premises in its current “as
is” condition. During this Lease, Tenant shall keep all parts of the Premises in good order,
condition and repair at the Tenant’s sole expense. Tenant shall return possession of such the
Premises to Landlord at the end of the term of this Lease in the same condition they were
delivered to Tenant. Provided however, Tenant shall have no obligation for any uninsured repair
to the Premiscs and which is not the result of negligent or intentional acts or omissions by Tenant
or Tenant’s agents, subtenants, invitees, guests, or contractors,

6.02. Landlord’s Obligations. During this Lcase the Landlord shall
maintain the roof and the structural integrity of the Building. Landlord shall make all structural
and roof repairs, other than repairs made necessary because of the acts or omissions of the
Tenant. Tenant will maintain in good condition the existing HVAC, plambing, sewer and utility
services.

6.03. Alterations and Additions. Tenant shall make no structural
alterations, structural improvements or roof penetrations upon the Premises without first having
secured the written approval of Landlord. All improvements must be of premium quality and
consistent with the overall quality of the Building. All alterations, additions, improvements and
utility instaliations (whether or not such utility installations constitute unattached, moveable trade
fixtures of Tenant) which may be made on the Premises during the term of this Lease shall
become the property of Landlord. Notwithstanding the provisions of this paragraph, personal
property, business and unattached, movable trade fixtures, furniture, machinery, and equipment
purchased by Tenant shall remain the property of Tenant and may be removed by Tenant at any
time during the term of this Lease. However, upon such removal, Tenant shail promptly repair,
at Tenant’s expense, any damage to the Premises caused by or resulting from such removal.

6.04. Mechanics Liens. Tenant shall pay, when due, all sums of money
that may become due or purportedly due for any labor, services, materials, supplies, or equipment
alleged to have been furnished or to be furnished to or for Tenant, in, at, upon, or about the
Premises and which may be secured by any mechanics', material men’s or other lien against the
Premises or the Building, and Tegant shall cause each such lien to be fully discharged and
released at the time performance of the obligations secured matures or becomes due. If a
mechanics lien is lodged against the Premises by virtue of the actions of the Tenant, then the
Tenant shall have ten (10) days to cure and remove the lien. If a lien remains filed against the

property for a petiod of more than ten (10) days, then the presence of such a lien shall be a breach
of this lease,
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7. Insurance.

7.01. Liability Insurance.

Tenant shall, at Tenant’s expense, prooure and maintain at all times
during the term of this Lease a policy of comprehensive public liability insurance insuring
Landlord and Tenant against any liability arising out of the ownership, use, occupancy, or
maintenance of the Premises and appurtenant areas. Such insurance shall at all times be in an
amount of not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) in the aggregate for property damage
or bodily injury to or death of one or more persons in any one accident or occurrence. Tenant’s
coverage shall name the Landlord as an additional insured. Tenant shall deliver to Landlord
certificates of insurance evidencing the existence and amounts of such insurance with loss
payable clauses satisfactory to Landlord within 10 days of signing of the lease. No such policy
shall be cancelable or subject to reduction of coverage or other modification except after twenty
(20) days prior written notice to Landlord by the insurer. All such policies shall be written as
primary policies, not contributing with and not in excess of coverage which the Landlord may
carry. Tenant shall, within twenty (20) days prior to the expiration of such policies, furnish
Landlord with renewals or binders or Landlord may order such insurance and charge the cost to
Tenant, which amount shall be payable by Tenant upon demand. Such insurance shall be issued
by a company or companies licensed to do business in Idaho.

7.02. Fire Insurance.

a. The Strycture. Landlord shall maintain continuously during the
Lease term standard fire and extended coverage insurance with vandalism and malicious mischief
endorsements covering the Building on the Property to at least one hundred percent (100%) of its
then current replacement value. Subsequent coverage shall be substantially similar to the
coverage contained in the first year’s policy but shall be adjusted annually to reflect changes in
replacement value. Landlord shall determine the amount of replacement value based on actual
replacement cost. The msurance policy or policies shall be issued in the name of Landlord.
Landlord shall provide Tenant with a certificate of insurance from the insurance carrier certifying
that such coverage is in effect. Such insurance shall be issued by a company or companies
licensed to do business in Idaho.

b. Interior Fmprovements. The Tenant shall pay for and maintain
continuously during the Lease term a policy or policies of standard fire and extended coverage
insurance with vandalism and maljcious mischief endorsements covering the interior
improvements on the Property to at least one hundred percent (100%) of its then cusrent
replacement value. Subsequent coverage shall be substantially similar to the coverage contained
in the first year’s policy but shall be adjusted annually to reflect changes in replacement value.
Tenant shall determine the amount of replacement valve based on actual replacement cost.
Tenant shall provide Landlord with a certificate of insurance from the insurance carrier certifying
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that such coverage is in effect. Such insurance shall be issued by 2 company or companies
licensed to do business in Idaho.

7.03. Insured Casualty - Proceeds Available. If the Premises are damaged
or destroyed totally or partially by a risk which is insured against by the insurance referred to in
paragraph 7.02 above, Landlord shall repair and rebuild the damaged or destroyed improvements
within a reasonable time. There shall be abatement of rent during the period of repair and
rebuilding if the Tenant is unable to conduct all or a portion. of the regular business. Tenant will
have the option to cancel the lease with twenty (20) days written notice if the time of
displacement or interruption of regular business constitutes a hardship.

8. Utility Charges. Landlord shall be responsible for and shall pay all charges for
use or consumption for heat, sewer, water, gas, snow removal, trash removal and electricity
service. Tenant shall be responsible for and shall pay all charges for telephone, cable and
internet service desired in the demised premises.

9. Security Deposif. Tenant, upon execution of this Lease, has deposited with
Landlord the sum of one thousand eight hundred sixty dollars ($1,860.00) receipt of which is
acknowledged by Landlord, and said deposit shall be held by Landlord, without liability for
interest, as a cleaning and breakage deposit, and security for the faithful performance by Tenant
of the terms and conditions of this Lease. Said security deposit shall cover any damage to any
and all parts of the Premises. In the event of the failure of Tenant to keep or perform any of the
terms, covenants and conditions of this Lease to be kept and performed by Tenant, then Landlord
shall have the right at his discretion and option to appropriate and apply said entire deposit or so
much thereof as may be necessary to compensate Landlord for all loss or damage sustained or
suffered by Landlord due to such breach on the part of Tenant, except that Landlord shall not
retain any part of said security deposit to cover nonmal wear and tear. Within thirty (30) days
after surrender of possession of the Premises by Tenant, Landlord shall refund to Tenant all, or
any portion of said security deposit. If the refund is less than the amount deposited by Tenant,
Landlord shall inclnde with the refund a signed written statement itemizing the amounts retained
by Landlord and the purposes for which such amounts were retained, and a detailed list of all
expenditures made with the amount retained. Provided, however, Tenant agrees also to
indemmify Landlord for any and all damage caused by Tenant or any of Tenant's guests,
employees, agents or invitees in the event that the amount of said damage exceeds the amount of
the security deposit.

10. Condemnation.

10.01. Definitions. The following words and phrases shall have the
following meanings for the purposes of this paragraph:

(a) "Condemmation” means () the exercise of any
governmental power, whether by legal proceedings or otherwise, by a condemnor, and (ii) a
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voluntary sale or fransfer by Landlord to any condemnor, either under threat of condemnation or
while legal proceedings are pending.

(b) "Date of taking" means the date the condemnor has the
right to possession of the property being condemned.

{c) "Award" means all compensation, sums, or anything of
value awarded, paid or received on a total or partial condemnation.

(d) "Condemnor" means any public or quasi-public authority,
or private corporation or individual, having the power of condernnation.

10.02. Rights and Obligations of Parties. If, during the term, there is any
condemnation of all or any part of the Premises or any interest in this Iease, the rights and
obligations of the parties shall be determined pursuant to this paragraph 10,

10.03. Total Taking - Effect on Lease. I the total Premises and
improvements are taken by condemnation, this Lease shall terminate on the date of taking.

10.04. Partial Taking - Effect on Lease. If any portion of the Premises or
improvements is taken by condemnation, this Lease shall remain in effect, except that Tenant
shall have the election to terminate this Lease if Tenant determines that the remaining portion of
the Premises will be uneconomical for Tenant's continued use, operation and management.
Tenant must elect to terminate this Lease within sixty (60) days after the date of taking.

10.05. Partial Taking - Reduction of Rent. If any portion of the Premises
or improverments is taken by condemnation and this Lease remains in full force and effect, on the
date of taking, the monthly rent shall be reduced in the same propotrtion that the arca of the
portion of the Property taken by the condemnor (less any additions to the Premises by
reconstruction) bears to the total floor area of the Property immediately before the date of taking.

10.06. Restoration of Improvements. If there is a partial taking of the
improvements and this Lease remains in full force and effect, Landlord shall restore any partially
taken improvements so as to render the same a complete architectural unit. There shall be no
abaternent of rent during such restoration. '

10.07 Distribuiion of Award. All compensation awarded or paid upon a
total or partial taking of the fee title of the Premises shall belong to Landlord, whether such
compensation be awarded or paid as compensation for diminution in value of the leasehold or of
the fee; provided, however, Tenant shall have a claim against the Landlord for damages based
upon the rental value of the remaining lease term and any exercised option terms, the
unamortized value, over the term of this Lease for Tenant's leasehold improvements to the extent
Lessor has not contributed to the cost thereof, plus the value of its trade fixtures and for moving
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or relocating expenses, to the extent any such items of damages are reflected or included in the
condemnation award.

10.08. Execution of Necessary Instruments. Each party agrees to execute
and deliver to the other all instruments that may be required to effectuate the provisions of this
section.

11. Assignment and Sublefting. Tenant will not subleasc all or any part of the
Premises or assign this Lease or any of Tenant’s interest in this Lease without Landlord’s prior
written consent, which will not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. Any consideration received
by Tenant in connection with such assignment or subletting in excess of the rent due hereunder
shall be paid by Tenant to Landlord promptly after the receipt of the same.

12, Default - Remedies.

12.01. Default by Tenant. The occurrence of any of the following shall
constitute a material default and breach of this Lease by Tenant:

(a) Any failure by Tenant to pay the rent, where such failure continues for ten
(10) days.

{(b) The abandonment or vacation of the Premises by Tenant,

(c) A failure by Tenant to observe and perform any other provision of this Lease
to be observed or performed by Tenant, where such failure continues for ten (10) days after
written nofice thereof by Landlord to Tenant; provided, however, if the nature of such defanlt is
such the same cannot reasonably be cured within such ten (10) day period, Tenant shall not be
deemed to be in default if Tenant shall within such period commence such cure and thereafter
diligently prosecute the same to completion.

{d) If Tenant’s interest, or any part of Tenant’s interest in this Lease, be sublet by
Tenant, contrary to the terms of this Lease,

~ (e) IfTenant’s interest, or any part of Tenant’s interest in this Lease, be assigned
by Tenant.

(£) The filing or execution or occurrence of any of the following if such actions
are not dismissed within thirty (30) days after filing:

(1) a petition or other proceeding by or against Tenant for, or the
appointment or, a trustee, receiver, guardian, conservator, or liquidator of Tenant with respect to

all or substantially all of its property, except a receiver appointed at the instance or request of
Landlord;
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(2) a petition or other proceeding by or against Tenant for its dissolution
or liquidation, or the taking of possession of the Property of Tenant by any governmental
authority in connection with dissolufion or liquidation;

(3) the taking by any person of the leasehold created hereby or any party
thereof upon execution, attachment or other process of law or equity.

12.02. Remedies. In the event of any default or breach by Tenant
described in paragraph 13.01, Landlord may at any time thereafter, with or without notice and
demand and without limiting Landlord in the exercise of any right or remedy at law or in equity
which Landlord may have by reason of such default or breach:

(a) Maintain this Lease in full force and effect and recover the rent and
other monetary charges as they become due, without terminating Tenant's right to possession,
urespective of whether Tenant shall have abandoned the Premises. In the event Landlord elects
not to terminate the Lease, Landlord shall have the right to attempt to re-let the Premises at such
rent and upon such conditions and for such a term, and to do all acts necessary to maintain or
preserve the Premises as Landlord deerns reasonable and necessary without being deemed to
have elected to terminate the Lease including removal of all persons and property of Tenant from
the Premises; such property may be removed and stored in a public warchouse or elsewhere at
the cost of and for the account of Tenant. In the event any such re-letting occurs, this Lease shall
terminate automatically upon the new Tenant taking possession of the Premises.
Notwithstanding that Landlord fails to elect to terminate the Lease initially, Landlord at any time
during the term of this Lease may elect to terminate this Lease by virtue of snch previous default
by Tenant.

{b) Terminate Tenant's right to possession by any lawful means, in
which case this Lease shall terminate and Tenant shall immediately surrender possession of the
Premises to Landlord. In such event Landtord shall be enfified to recover from Tenant all
damages incurred by Landlord by reason of Tenant's default including without limitation thereto,
the following: (i) the worth at the time of award of any unpaid rent which had been earned at the
time of such tenmination; plus (i) the worth at the time of award of the amount by which the
unpaid rent which would have been earned after termination until the time of award exceeds the
amount of such rental loss that is proved could have been reasonably avoided; plus (ifi) the worth
at the time of award of the amount by which the unpaid rent for the balance of the term after the
time of award exceeds the amount of such rental loss that is proved could be reasonably avoided.
Upon any such re-eniry Landlord shall have the right to make any reasonable repairs, alterations
or modifications to the Premises, which Landlord in its sole discretion deems reasonable and
necessary. :

12.03. Right to Cure Defaults by Tenant. If Tenant shall, after having
received written notice of any breach by Tenant’s of the terms and conditions of this Lease, fail

to cure said breach within ten (10) days of said Notice, Landlord may immediately, or any time
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thereafter, without further notice, perform the same for the account and at the expense of Tenant.
Any provision of this Lease to the contrary notwithstanding, Landlord may so perform in
Tenant's stead prior to the expiration of said ten (10} day notice period in an emergency or in the
event Tenant's default shall resnlt in circumstances requiring such default be cured prior to the
expiration of such notice period. If Landlord at any time is compelled to pay or elects to pay any
sum of money, or do any act which will require the payment of any sum of money, by reason of
the failure of Tenant to comply with any provision hereof, or if Landlord is compelled to incur
any expense including reasonable attorneys fees in instituting, prosecuting and/or defending any
action or proceeding instituted by reason of any default of Tenant hereunder, the sum or sums so
paid by Landlord with all interest, cost and damages shall be deemed to be additional rent
hereunder and shall be due from Tenant to Landlord at the written election of the Landlord on
notice to Tenant on the first day of the month following the incurring of such respective
expenses.

13. Subordination of [ ease fo Loans. Tenant agrees this Lease shall be
subordinate to any mortgages or deeds of trust that are now in effect or may hereafter be placed
by Landlord upon the Premises, to any and all advances made or to be made under them, to the
interest on all obligations secured by them, and to all renewals, replacements, and extensions of
thern.

14. Estoppel Certificates. Tenant and Landlord shall, at any time and from time
to time during the term hereof and upon not less than ten (10) days prior request by the other
party, execute, acknowledge and deliver to Landlord, or Tenant, as the case may be, a statement
in writing certifying this Lease is unmodified, and in full force and effect (or, if there have been
any modifications, that the same is in full force and effect as modified and stating the
modifications) and, if so, the dates to which the fixed rent and other charges have been paid in
advance. Itis intended any such statement delivered pursuant to this paragraph may be relied
upon by any prospective purchaser, encumbrancer, or assignee of the Premises. If, at the
expiration of such ten (10) day period, a party shall not have performed her obligations as
hereinabove provided, the other party shall have the right to execute such staternent in the name

of the defaulting party, and, for this purpose, each of the parties irrevocably appoints the other as
her attorney-in-fact to execute same on its behalf.

15. Notices. Wherever this Lease provides for notices, communications, or
demands between the parties, or wherever the law requires or gives the right of serving any
notice, the same shall be served by registered or certified mail addressed to Landlord and Tenant
at the following addresses:

16. Miscellaneous Provisions.

16.01. Captions; Attachments; Defined Terms

(a) The captions of paragraphs of this Lease are for
convenience only and shall not be deemed to be relevant in resolving any question of
interpretation or construction of any section of this Lease.

(b) The words "Landlord" and "Tenant,” as used herein, shall
include the plural as well as the singular. Words used in neuter gender include the masculine and
feminine and words in the masculine or feminine gender include the neuter.

16.02. Entire Agreement. This instrament constitutes the entire integrated
agreement between Landiord and Tenaut relative to the Premises, and this Agreement may be
altered, amended or revoked only by an instrument in writing signed by both Landlord and
Tenant. Landlord and Tenant agree all prior or contemporaneous oral agreements between and
among themselves and their agents or representatives relative to the leasing of the Premises are
merged in or revoked by this Agreement.

16.03. Severability. If any term or provision of this Lease shall to any
extent be determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, the
remainder of this Lease shall not be affected thereby, and each term and provision of this Lease
shall be valid and be enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by Iaw.

16.04. Joint and Several Liability. All the terms, covenants and condifions
contained in this Lease to be performed by cither party, if such party sball consist of more than
one person or organization, shall be deemed to be joint aud several, and all rights and remedies of
the parties shall be cumulative and nonexclusive of any other remedy at law or in equity.

16.05. Binding Effect: Choice of Law. The parties agree all the
provisions of this Lease are to be construed as both covenants and conditions as though the
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words importing such covenants and conditions were used in each separate paragraph hereof;
subject to any provisions restricting assignment or subletting by Tenant, all of the provisions of
this Leasc shall bind and inure to the benefit of the parties and their respective heirs, legal
representatives, successors and assigns. The parties agree the laws and legal decisions of the
State of Idaho shall apply to this Lease.

16.06. Waiver. No covenant, term or condition or the breach thereof shail
be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party against whom the waiver is claimed,
and any waiver or failure to enforce the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be
deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant,
term or condition. Acceptance by Landlord of any performance by Tenant after the time the
same shall have become due shall not constitute a waiver by Landlord of the breach or default of
any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise expressly agreed to by Landlord in writing.

16.07. No Holding Over. No holding over shall constitute a renewal of
this Lease, by operation of law or otherwise, for any period whatsoever, If Tenant shall occupy
the Premises or any portion thereof beyond the stated term hereof, or after termination, it shall be
deemed to be a tenant at sufferance only, regardless of any payments made, or any payment
cycle. Without in any way limiting the rights that the Landlord may have or the damages for
which the Tenant may be liable in the event that the Tenant holds over, Tenant shall pay to
Landlord monthly use and occupancy paymenis in amounts equal to 150% of the rental amounts
which were due and payable during the last year of the term of this Lease.

16.08. Obligaiions of Tenant on Surrender. On the last day or sooner
termination of the term of this Lease, Tenant shall quit and surrender the Premises, broom: clean,
in good condition and repair (reasonable wear and tear excepted), together with all alterations,
additions, and improvements that may have been made in, to, or on the Premises, except movable
fumiture and unattached movable trade fixtures paid for by Tenant, which Tenant shall have the
right to remove, provided Tenant repairs any damage caused by such removal. On or before the
end of the term, Tenant shall remove all of Tenant’s property from the Premises, and all property
not removed shall be deemed abandoned by Tenant and may be disposed of by Landlord at
Tenant’s expense. If the Preiises are not surrendered at the end of the term, Tenant shall
indemnify Landlord agatnst loss or Hability resulting from delay by Tenant in surrendering the
Premises, mcluding, without limitation, any claims made by any succeeding Tenant founded on
the delay.

If Landlord is made a party to any litigation on
account of any such damage or alleged damage arising from Tenant’s acts of omissions or the
acts or omissions of Tenant’s subtenants, employees, agents, contractors, invitees, or guests,
Tenant shall pay all damage and costs recovered against Landlord. Such damage and costs shall
be due forthwith after notice thereof from Landlord. Tenant shall also pay to Landlord ail
reasonable attommeys fees and other expenses which Landlord may incur in connection with such
litigation or threatened litigation. Tenant's liability shall not be released or affected if Landlord
elects to have its own attomey defend any action which may be brought against Landlord by
reason of any matter covered by this paragraph,

(b) Indemnification of Tepant. Landlord shall protect Tenant and save it
harmiess from damage by reason of death of or injuries sustained by any person or property
damage suffered by any person on the Premises, or the street or sidewalk adjacent thereto in any
manner whatsoever related to or arising from Landlord’s use, occupancy, or maintenance of the
- Premises, or failure thereof, or any other act or omission of Landlord, or the employees, agents,
contractors, invitees, or guests of Landlord, unless caused by or resulting from the negligence or
willfol and intentional acts of the Tenant or any of the Tenant’s agents, servants, or employees.
If Tenant is made a party to any litigation on account of any such damage or alleged damage,
Landlord shall pay all damage and costs recovered against Tenant. Such damage and costs shall
be due forthwith after notice thereof from Tenant. Landlord shall also pay to Tenant all
reasonable attormeys fees and other expenses which Tenant may incur in connection with such
litigation or threatened litigation. Landlord's lability shall not be released or affected if Tenant
elects to have its own attorney defend any action which may be brought against Tenant by reason
of any matter covered by this paragraph.

20. Signs, Subject to Landlord’s prior reasonable approval, Tenant shall be
permitted to place Tenant’s signage on the Premises as long as they are in fiall compliance with
the City of Hailey requirements.

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(@) Construct and maintain the sign in accordance with all applicable
laws, regulations, rules and restrictive covenants;

On October 9, 2012 the Hailey Planning & Zoning Commission considered an
application submitted by Andrea Minnick of Wood River Gymnastics for a Conditional
Use Permit for a physical fitness facility, to be located at Hailey Business Park, Blk 1,
Lots 10 & AM 11A (810 S. Main), situated in a designated space at the middle of Unit
C, within the Technological Industry Zoning District.

Applicant:  Michael Kraynick and Nancy Linscott (Inezita Holdings LLC)
Request: Design Review

Location: Hailey Townsite, Blk 61, Lots 9A & 12A (present 317 E. Spruce St. and
immediate lot to the north) within the Limited Residential 1 and Townsite Overlay Zoning
Districts.

Zoning: Limited Residential (LR-1) and Townsite Overlay (TO)

Notice for the public hearing was published in the Idaho Mountain Express on October 24, 2012
and mailed to public agencies and property owners within 300 feet on October 26, 2012.

Application
Michael Kraynick and Nancy Linscott (Inezita Holdings LLC) working with Bouiss &

Associates P.A. (Structural Engineers) submitted a Design Review Application proposing to add
a 280 sq. ft. addition and deck to back portion of an existing 1350 sq. ft main level residence.

Procedural History
The application was submitted on October 19, 2012 and certified complete on October 29, 2012.
The last ordinance to amend Article 6A of the Zoning Code was Ordinance 1062.

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Standards of Evaluation

8.2 Signs.

Proposed addition does not include signage. The applicant is hereby advised that a sign permit is
required for any signage exceeding four square feet in sign area. Approval of signage areas or
signage plan in Design Review does not constitute approval of a sign permit.

9 Parking and Loading Spaces

9.1.1 No building or structure shall be erected unless permanently maintained parking
and loading spaces have been provided in accordance with the provisions of this
Ordinance.

Standards are applied below.

9.2.1 Location of On-Site Parking Spaces. The following regulations shall govern the
location of on-site parking spaces and areas, except as otherwise provided below and in
section 9.4.8.

A. parking spaces for all single family dwellings shall be located on the same lot
as the dwelling which they serve, except as otherwise provided in section 9.4.1.
Parking is designed to be in the garage on the same lot as proposed residence addition.

9.4 On-Site Parking Space Requirements.
9.4 On-Site Parking Space Requirements.
A. For the purpose of this Ordinance, the following on-site parking space
requirements shall apply:
Requirements are applied below.

9.4.1 Residential.
A. Single family dwellings: 2 per dwelling minimum, 6 per dwelling maximum.
1. Parking spaces within any garage, carport or similar structure shall
be credited at 1 space per nine (9) feet of floor width and 18 feet of floor length.
Proposed residential addition will not change the required amount of parking at the single family
residence. Existing garage provides two parking spaces which satisfies the parking space
requirement.

8B.4. Outdoor Lighting Standards.
8B.4.1 General Standards
a. All exterior lighting shall be designed, located and lamped in order to prevent:
1. Overlighting;

2. Energy waste;
3. Glare;

4. Light Trespass;
5. Skyglow.

b. All non-essential exterior commercial and residential lighting is encouraged to
be turned off after business hours and/or when not in use. Lights on a timer are
encouraged. Sensor activated lights are encouraged to replace existing lighting
that is desired for security purposes.
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c. Canopy lights, such as service station lighting shall be fully recessed or fully
shielded so as to ensure that no light source is visible from or causes glare on
public rights of way or adjacent properties.

d. Area lights. All area lights are encouraged to be eighty-five (85) degree full cut-
off type luminaires.

e. Idaho Power shall not install any luminaires after the effective date of this
Article that lights the public right of way without first receiving approval for
any such application by the Lighting Administrator.

No new lighting is proposed. Lighting presently on the west side of residence is proposed to be
moved to the west side of the addition. Existing light shown in house photos (next to the sliding
door) is the light proposed to be relocated to the west side of the addition. It is a condition of
approval that all existing and new lighting comply with Article 8B of the Hailey Zoning
Ordinance.

Bulk Requirements:
4.13.6 Bulk Requirements (For other supplementary location and bulk regulations, see
Article VII.)

a. Minimum Lot Size
a. _Limited Residential-1 district: 6,000 square feet.
Original Townsite Lots that are slightly less than 3,000 square feet (in blocks
where lots are 25 feet wide) or 3,600 square feet (in blocks where lots are 30 feet
wide) may be rounded up to 3,000 square feet or 3,600 square feet, as the case
may be, provided that the original Townsite Lot meets the definition of a Lot of
Record.
Lot 12A, where residence and garage are situated is 6,482 sq. ft., and Lot 9A, where a small
portion of the residence is situated is 7,000 sq. ft. Final Plat to merge these two lots is being
produced for administrative approval at this time.

b. Minimum Lot Width —
Limited Business, Transitional, General Residential districts: 37.5 feet.
Limited Residential-1 district: 50 feet.
Lot 12A is 54.01° in width and Lot 9A is 58.32” in width.

¢. Maximum Building Height
Transitional, General Residential, Limited Residential-1 districts: 30 feet
The height of the house is 28°. The height of the addition is substantially less.

d. Minimum Setbacks in LR, GR, TN, and LB Districts:
1. Setback from any street right-of-way — twelve (12) feet. The following
exceptions apply:

a. Unenclosed features of a residence (e.g. front porches, stoops, and
decks without walls) shall be no closer than five (5) feet to the lot
line. Such features do not include carports.

Proposed deck is 7° from lot line and right-of-way on Spruce Street.

2. Setback from property lines abutting other private property --

a. Base setback — fifteen percent (15%) of lot width, or 10 feet,
whichever is less. However, no such setback shall be less than six
(6) feet.
Proposed addition is proposed to be set back more than 10 feet away from abutting private

property.

b. Any wall, as measured from the highest point including any gable
or peak in a direct vertical line to record grade, shall have a
setback of one (1) foot for every two and a half (2.5) feet of wall
height (see Diagram 1 and Table 2), but not less than the base
setback noted in subsection (a) above, regardless of underlying
zoning.
Proposed addition is more than 58 feet away from abutting property.

¢. Roof overhangs, fire escapes, standard chimneys, bay windows
and other features, which are subject to Section 7.2 of this
Ordinance (Supplementary Yard Regulations), shall not have a
setback less than five (5) feet from property lines abutting other
private property.
Not applicable.

d. Wainscot detail not higher than three (3) feet as measured from
record grade may intrude not more than six (6) inches into the
required setback.

No wainscot is proposed.

e. Maximum lot coverage:
General Residential, Limited Residential-1 districts:
Building Height Maximum Lot
Coverage

2 or more stories above grade, no garage 25%
2 or more stories above grade, with 30%
garage

Less than 2 stories above grade, no 35%
garage

Less than 2 stories above grade, with 40%
garage

House prior to proposed addition is 1,350 sq ft. and the garage and shop are 625 sq ft each, while
the shed is 250 sq ft. which totals 2,850. When proposed addition’s 280 sq. ft are added, the total
raises to 3,100 sq. ft. Total lot area where the house is located is 13,482 sq ft, equating to lot
coverage of 22.99%.

i. Maximum Lot Size—
Business, Limited Business, Limited Residential-1 districts: no maximum.
The total lot size will be 13,482 sq. ft. after completion of final plat to merge Lots 9A and 12A.

Height of Building. The greatest vertical distance measured from the lowest point of
Record Grade or finish grade, whichever is lower, within any portion of the building
footprint to the highest point of the roof surface thereof, exclusive of cupolas, chimneys up
to ten (10) feet above the highest point of the roof surface, steeples, and spires.

Applicant is hereby advised height of building is from the lowest point of Record Grade or finish
grade, whichever is lower.

6A.7 Improvements Required.

A. Streets.
1. Sidewalks and drainage improvements are required in all zoning
districts, except as otherwise provided herein.
a. The requirement for Sidewalk and drainage improvements

may be waived if the proposed project construction is less than five hundred (500) square
feet.
Proposed addition is less than 500 square feet.

B. Water Line Improvements.

1. In the Townsite Overlay District, any proposal for new construction
or addition of a garage accessing from the alley, where water main lines within the alley are
less than six (6) feet deep, the developer shall install insulating material (blue board
insulation or similar material) for each and every individual water service line and main
line between and including the subject property and the nearest public street, as
recommended by the City Engineer.

Proposed addition is not to a garage and will not be accessed from the alley, so water service
lines will not be infringed upon.

6A.9 Design Review Guidelines for Residential Buildings in the Townsite Overlay District
(TO).

L. Purpose

The Hailey Townsite Design Review Guidelines have been developed to provide standards
for development in Old Hailey. The term —QOd Hailey” means all land within the Townsite
Overlay District. These Design Guidelines address the basic elements of design related to
building location, orientation, function and scale, as well as how the building and
improvements relate to the neighborhood.

Proposed residential addition is in the Townsite Overlay District.

II. Applicability

Proposals for new Single Family Dwellings, Accessory Dwelling Units, Accessory
Structures and Duplexes and additions thereto that add floor area equal to or greater than
50% of the original structure will be reviewed for compliance with these Design Guidelines.
Application proposes a 280 sq. ft. addition to back portion of existing 1350 sq. ft main level
residence. The addition does not equate to a 50% or more floor area addition; thus the guidelines
for residential buildings in the TO are not applicable.
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6A.6 Ceriteria.
A. The Commission shall determine the following before approval is given:
1. The project does not jeopardize the health, safety or welfare of the
public.
2. The project conforms to the applicable specifications outlined in the

Design Review Guidelines, as set forth herein, applicable requirements of the Zoning

Ordinance, and City Standards.

B. Conditions. The Commission or Hearing Examiner may impose any
condition deemed necessary. The Commission or Hearing Examiner may also condition
approval of a project with subsequent review and/or approval by the Administrator or
Planning Staff. Conditions which may be attached include, but are not limited to those
which will:

Ensure compliance with applicable standards and guidelines.
Require conformity to approved plans and specifications.
Require security for compliance with the terms of the approval.
Minimize adverse impact on other development.
Control the sequence, timing and duration of development.
Assure that development and landscaping are maintained properly.
7. Require more restrictive standards than those generally found in the
Zoning Ordinance.

The following conditions are suggested to be placed on any approval of this application:
a) All applicable Fire Department and Building Department requirements shall be met.

b) Any change in use or occupancy type from that approved at time of issuance of Building
Permit may require additional improvements and/or approvals. Additional parking may also
be required upon subsequent change in use, in conformance with Hailey’s Zoning Ordinance
at the time of the new use.

c) All City infrastructure requirements shall be met. Detailed plans for all infrastructure to be
installed or improved at or adjacent to the site shall be submitted for Department Head

approval and shall meet City Standards where required.

d) The project shall be constructed in accordance with the application or as modified by these
Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Decision.

e) All new and existing exterior lighting shall comply with the Outdoor Lighting Ordinance.

f) Residence proposed for an addition spans over two lot lines, and the lot line between lots
12A and 9A shall be vacated prior to issuance of a certificate of occupancy for the addition.
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g) Proposed deck shall not be closer than (5) feet to the lot line.

h) Except as otherwise provided, all the required improvements shall be constructed and
completed, or sufficient security provided as approved by the City Attorney, before a
Certificate of Occupancy can be issued.

1) This Design Review approval is for plans dated October 18, 2012, and October 23, 2012.
The Planning & Zoning Administrator has the authority to approve minor modifications to
this project prior to, and for the duration of a valid Building Permit.

C. Security. The applicant may, in lieu of actual construction of any required
or approved improvement, provide to the City such security as may be acceptable to the
City, in a form and in an amount equal to the cost of the engineering or design, materials
and installation of the improvements not previously installed by the applicant, plus fifty
percent (50%), which security shall fully secure and guarantee completion of the required
improvements within a period of one (1) year from the date the security is provided.

1. If any extension of the one year period is granted by the City, each
additional year, or portion of each additional year, shall require an additional twenty
percent (20%) to be added to the amount of the original security initially provided.

2. In the event the improvements are not completely installed within one
(1) year, or upon the expiration of any approved extension, the City may, but is not
obligated, to apply the security to the completion of the improvements and complete
construction of the improvements.
