Comments regarding the proposed Sunbeam subdivision

I live at 1040 CD Olena; the very north end of the Old Cutter’s subdivision.  I attended the well run (and well attended) public hearing January 21st.  It was very informative.  I wanted to ensure I gathered information from this hearing before I provided my comments.  

1. I support the diversity of lot sizes and the cottages concept because I support the idea of affordable housing that might result.  My experience has been that many “affordable” homes get absorbed into the second home market but hopefully some of these houses will provide homes for local residents.  Having said that, I concur with those who would like the smaller lots to be interior to the subdivision.  Many adjacent landowners knew there would be a subdivision in this location and assumed the zoned minimum lot size.  Interior smaller lots and cottage parcels would help them get comfortable with what we all know we need relative to affordable housing.  I am not as concerned about the number of lots as I am about the configuration within the subdivision and the consideration given to the concerns of existing subdivision neighbors.  

2. I believe that even with relocation of the cottage parcels to the interior of the development, the maximum number of cottage townhouses should be twelve (not 15) as per the requirements of Hailey Municipal code.  I can support the developer’s proposal regarding cottages’ parking.  

3. I would like to see the same requirements regarding fencing that we have in Old Cutter’s, per the Fish and Game recommendation.   There is an elk and deer population that is significant; the elk number about 70-80 in the winter.  I have data if desired.  Facilitating their movement through the subdivision as we do to the north is important.   The elk and deer will eat the vegetation that is planted on private lots and in the park.  That must be a consideration.  I looked at the species to be planted and I can attest to them being eaten especially if it is a big snow year.  Finally, Fish and Game made recommendations regarding dogs; this too is another essential condition of approval.

4. Sidewalks should be required.  I think on one side of the street is acceptable.  The 10 foot wide asphalt bike/pedestrian path should work but that or sidewalks need to connect to all accesses to Old Cutters because we have sidewalks.  Sidewalks add safety and walkability to our subdivision.  Compare our streets to those in Curtis.  Sidewalks make a difference.  

5. Parking for the park is also critical.  The City should never accept the park into its system without substantial parking, adequate for all seasons of use.  

6. I would like you to check to see if the BLM plan for trails has some trailhead connection that would work for the NE portion of the subdivision and perhaps trailhead parking could be provided.  There may be City property between BLM and the private land; I did not study that.

7. Ingress and egress:  I understand the concerns of the Curtis subdivision residents.  There are also concerns expressed by the residents who live on Croy and the residents who live along Myrtle.  I think all the ingress and egress options presented by the developer should be built.  

8. The Park.  This can be a great addition to the City’s network of parks.  Curtis is underutilized.  My suggestion is that information be gathered about the park “amenities” that are missing in Hailey and perhaps, depending on cost, this park space could address that gap.  I do not disagree with the hills and sledding; that could be useful.  Perhaps there can be outdoor pickleball courts, for example.  I do not know what the gap(s) are but suggest they be explored.  Also, the developer’s investment in and commitment to this park must occur in phase one of the development, not be delayed until phase two.

9. Requirements for energy efficient development.  This is another arena where my knowledge is limited.  But simple design that ensures roof angles will work for solar installations; that roads melt out easily due to their aspect, that water demands are minimal… I encourage the City to address such requirements and incentives.  

10. Existing conifers surrounding the site should be retained and if impacted should be moved.  I believe the developer says they will try to do this; they should be required to move them and hopefully the transplant will be successful.
