Owner understands there are some uncertainties for this project that cannot be resolved without investigation
by the selected Contractor. The Owner has established material allowances for specific components to
establish an understanding for scope of work and effort by the Contractor.

BACKGROUND/SUMMARY OF ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED:

The College of Southern Idaho’s College & Career Readiness Center has used Town Center West (TCW) for English
Language Learning (ELA) courses for the past two years and wants to continue using the space for the 24-25 school
term.

Our community's use of TCW has grown tremendously since 2022, and working around the two nights per week
when CSI has it reserved has made it difficult for other groups to get access. To partially remedy the situation, CCR
will hold the Monday evening classes in the library and use TCW for the larger classes on Wednesday nights.

The College & Career Readiness Center (CCR) will conduct English language instruction for non-native speakers
under the guidelines of the Workplace Innovation & Opportunity Act (WIOA) during the 2024-2205 school term
beginning in late August, according to the calendar established by the College of Southern Idaho in Twin Falls.

The MOU between the Hailey Public Library (HPL) and CCR outlines each party's responsibilities during the
agreement's term.

Classes will be held on Monday nights from 6 to 9 p.m. in the Hailey Public Library and on Wednesday evenings
from 6 to 9 p.m. in Town Center West.

e Class configuration of tables, chairs and audio/visual equipment will remain in place at
Town Center West, unless moved by Hailey library staff for a specific one-time event.

e The CCR whiteboard will be stored in the AV room at the back of Town Center West.

e Hailey library staff will assist with marketing the CCR classes. CCR will provide the marketing
materials as needed.

e CCR will be responsible for the contacting interested individuals, setting appointments for
registration and testing, and conducting test sessions outside of normally scheduled class times,
as set forth below.

e Hailey library staff will allow CCR instructors to use library facilities to make copies of class
materials, as needed. Instructors will keep track of copies made and Hailey library staff will bill
CCR each month for copying in the amount of $.10 per black and white copy and $.50 per color

copy.

BACKGROUND/SUMMARY OF ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED:

The existing street sweeper is approximately 17 years old and is in need of replacement due to frequent
breakdowns and high repair costs. The Street Division Manager has selected a “Schwarze A7TE
Tornado” from the Sourcewell Cooperative Purchasing Contract number 093021-SWZ in the amount of
$394,037.12. Cooperative Purchasing is an allowable method of Public Expenditures per IDAPA 67-
2807.

The following funding options have been considered:

Payment Option 1

NCL Government Capital 7 year term with annual payments of $55,094.48 totaling $385,661 plus
a final balloon payment of $140k (total purchase price of $525,661). However, the balloon
payment is optional and the equipment could be returned to them at that time with no balloon
payment due. If returned with no balloon payment, and if the equipment value was in excess of
the $140k balloon payment, that additional “equity” could be applied to the purchase of another
sweeper.

Payment Option 2

Mountain West Bank 7 year term with annual payments of $67,094 totaling $469,663 (no balloon
payment). We can keep in service or auction when done. The total purchase price is therefore
$56k less than Option 1 but requires annual payments that are $12k greater. However, if the
equipment became problematic and approaches $0 value at year 7, we could walk away from it in
year 7 and NCL would be $84k cheaper.

Payment Option 3

Unified Fleet Service with a 5 year LEASE (no ownership) annual payments of $78,124 totaling
$390,620 and the equipment returns to them. Up to $27k of equity might be applied to the City
upon return and renewal on another sweeper.

=

Option 1 is more easily accommodated in the annual budget

2. Sweeper trucks are high maintenance with steep failure curves. Option 1 allows us to save $84k
if we decide the equipment isn’t performing, with the downside of an additional $56k if we
decide to retain. So it costs a margin of $56k additional to test/use the equipment for 7 years
before we make the choice, or approximately $8k/year.

Staff recommends Option 1, but is supportive of other options should Council desire. In order to continue
the discussion with the vendors, NCL Government Capital is requiring the City to sign the attached
proposal. If approved, a final contract will be presented to Council for signature at a future date.
