FINDINGS OF FACT, CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND DECISION 

On June 23, 2025, the Hailey City Council considered and unanimously approved the Preliminary Plat 
Application submitted by Charles Tenold, represented by Bruce Smith with Alpine Enterprises, to replat 
Lot 4, Block 10, Phase II of the Rimrock Cottages and Townhouses Subdivision, wherein Lot 4, Block 10, 
Phase II, would be subdivided into two (2) single family lots ranging from 9,023 to 9,708 square feet in 
size. This project is known as Rimrock Cottages Phase II and is located within the General Residential 
(GR) Zoning District. 
 
The Hailey City Council enters these Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Decision.  
 
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 
Applicant: Charles Tenold 
Project:  Rimrock Cottages Phase II 
Location:  1050 E. Myrtle Street 
Size & Zoning:  .43 acres (18,731 sq. ft.); General Residential (GR) Zoning District 
                               
Notice: Notice for the public hearing was published in the Idaho Mountain Express on April 30, 2025, 
and mailed to adjoining property owners on April 30, 2025.  
 
Application: Charles Tenold, represented by Bruce Smith with Alpine Enterprises, sought approval to 
replat Lot 4, Block 10, Phase II of the Rimrock Cottages Subdivision, from one (1) parcel into two (2) lots, 
each lot ranging from 9,023 to 9,708 square feet in size.  
 
The Owners submitted a First Amendment to the Phasing Plan which was approved by the Hailey City 
Council on May 27, 2025. This Amendment allows for the parcel to be developed as two (2) detached 
dwelling units instead of two (2) dwelling units located within a single building, which the Preliminary 
Plat Application attached hereto reflects.  
 
Reasoned Statement: These Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Decision (“Findings”) represent 
the summary, and majority opinion of the determinative body of the City of Hailey pursuant to Idaho 
Code. These Findings represent a final decision, after extensive on-the-record deliberations, as more 
completely documented in the Minutes therefore, and the recordings thereof. These Findings represent 
a unanimous approval of the Hailey City Council, after deliberations on each of the criteria detailed 
herein below.  
 
Background: On March 9, 2009, the City Council approved the development of Rimrock Cottages and 
Townhouse Subdivision, a project situated along the southern boundary of the Old Cutters Subdivision. 
A component of that project approval included the approval of a Phasing Plan Agreement appurtenant 
the development. The Phasing Plan stipulated two (2) phases: Phase I and Phase II. Phase I was 
approved to construct seven (7) townhouse sublots, of which have been constructed and provide 
housing for local people and families today. Phase II was approved to consist of two (2) sublots whereby 
“two townhouse units in a single duplex building” shall be constructed. Phase II is currently 
undeveloped, vacant land within the subdivision.  
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Several inquiries have been made as to the development of this parcel, including the potential 
amendment of the Phasing Plan to expand the development potential on this site. Property owners, 
Charles and Kimberly Tenold, Vanessa G. Duque, and Juan D. Giraldo, submitted a First Amendment to 
the Phasing Plan, which was approved by the Hailey City Council on May 27, 2025. The Subdivision 
Application, approved by the Council on June 23, 2025, formally recognizes the new agreement and the 
proposal to subdivide the parcel into two (2) lots, as described herein.  
 
Procedural History: The Application was submitted on April 25, 2025, and certified complete on March 
May 5, 2025. A public hearing before the Planning and Zoning Commission was held on May 19, 2025, in 
the Council Chambers of Hailey City Hall, and virtually via Microsoft Teams. A public hearing before the 
Hailey City Council, and virtually via GoTo Meeting, was held on June 23, 2025.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

 
Based upon the above Findings of Fact, the Council makes the following Conclusions of Law:  

1) Adequate notice, pursuant to Title 17, Section 17.06.040(D), was given. 
2) The project is in general conformance with the Hailey Comprehensive Plan. 
3) The project does not jeopardize the health, safety, or welfare of the public.  
4) Upon compliance with the conditions set forth, the project conforms to the applicable standards 

of the Hailey Municipal Code and City Standards.  
 

DECISION 
 
The Preliminary Plat Application submitted by Charles Tenold, represented by Bruce Smith with Alpine 
Enterprises, to replat Lot 4, Block 10, Phase II of the Rimrock Cottages and Townhouses Subdivision, 
wherein Lot 4, Block 10, Phase II, would be subdivided into two (2) single family lots ranging from 9,023 
to 9,708 square feet in size, is hereby approved, finding that the project does not jeopardize the health, 
safety or welfare of the public and the project conforms to the applicable specifications outlined in 
Chapter 17.11, applicable requirements of the Hailey Municipal Code, Title 18, and City Standards, 
provided conditions (A) through (M) are met. 
 
General Conditions:  

A. All conditions of the First Amendment to the Phasing Plan Agreement shall be met. 
B. All City infrastructure requirements shall be met as outlined in Title 16, Chapter 16.05 of the 

Hailey Municipal Code. Detailed plans for all infrastructure to be installed or improved at or 
adjacent to the site shall be submitted for City of Hailey approval and shall meet City Standards 
where required. Infrastructure to be completed at the Applicant’s sole expense include, but will 
not be limited to: 

i. The Applicant shall install drainage and/or irrigation pipe and all necessary structures in 
conformity with the approved construction plans and in accordance with the City of 
Hailey standard drawings and these standard specifications and to the lines and grades 
established. The work shall consist of trench excavation, trench preparation, pipe 
installation, pipe connection, structure installation and backfill complete.  

ii. There are two (2) connections on the utility map for wastewater. Both should be 
utilized; one (1) per dwelling unit. 

C. All Fire Department and Building Department requirements shall be met and shall meet City 
Standards where required.  

D. During the course of the project, no vehicles shall be parked in any active travel lanes on Myrtle 
Street or San Badger Drive. All project-related storage must be kept entirely on-site and not 
placed in the common area. Additionally, a staging plan must be submitted for review and 
approval prior to the start of work.  

E. Issuance of permits for the construction of buildings within the proposed subdivision shall be 
subject to Section 16.02.080 of the Hailey Municipal Code. 
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F. Any and all improvements and other requirements shall be completed and accepted, or surety 
provided pursuant to Subsections 16.03.030(I) and 16.05.090(B) of the Hailey Municipal Code, 
prior to recordation of the Final Plat. 

G. The Applicant shall construct the minimum infrastructure improvements set forth herein and 
any required infrastructure improvements for the subdivision, all to City Standards and 
procedures, set forth in Title 18 of the Hailey Municipal Code.  

H. The Final Plat must be submitted within two (2) calendar years from the date of approval of the 
Preliminary Plat. 

I. Prior to the acceptance by the City of any improvements installed by the developer, three (3) 
sets of “as-built plans and specifications” certified by the developer’s engineer shall be filed with 
the City engineer. 

J. Any Subdivision Inspection Fees due shall be paid prior to recordation of Final Plat. 
K. Any Application Development Fees shall be paid prior to recordation Final Plat. 
L.    All utilities shall be installed underground.  
M.  All sidewalks located on private property, interior and perimeter, shall be maintained year-round 

by the HOA.

BACKGROUND: In 2026, the City of Hailey is proposing to construct the Bullion Street Pathway, a project 
subject to Title 18. This project is a key component of the Downtown Master Plan adopted last year. The 
Bullion Street Pathway Design is proposed as a package of streetscape layouts and general features that 
the City of Hailey intends to implement along the W. Bullion corridor between Main Street and the Hop 
Porter Stage access road. The Pathway Design is part of the larger Downtown Master Plan concept, of 
which has been described in more detail in the attached presentation by consultant, GGLO. 
 
Hailey Urban Renewal Agency (HURA) has been the leading agency on this project and is the primary 
funding partner. The Agency has a $1.8 million bond reserve which is earmarked in bond approval 
documents for implementation of the Downtown Master Plan. 
 
The Planning and Zoning Commission and the Hailey Tree Committee are both recommending bodies on 
the design of this project. 
 
The Hailey Urban Renewal Agency has held extensive meetings regarding the Phase 1 project, as shown 
in the Project Timeline slide in the GGLO presentation packet. Substantial public comment has been 
received. The Board has debated at length the pros and cons of the “Downtown Section 01”, as depicted 
in the presentation materials (see here) provided by consultant GGLO to City Staff, is located at the 
corner of W Bullion and Main Street/SH75, on the north side of W Bullion. Current site conditions 
include six (6) angled, head-in parking spaces and a narrow stretch of sidewalk (approximately six (6) 
feet in width) from Main Street to the W Bullion Street alley entrance. Two design options are proposed 
for this ½ block:  Option A retains the head-in parking, wider the sidewalk by two (2) feet, and adds a 
tree just west of the drive aisle into Bullion Square. This option has been preferred by the majority of 
adjacent business owners who wish not to lose any parking spaces. Option B, which is the option from 
the adopted Downtown Master Plan, changes these six head-in parking spaces to three (3) parallel 
spaces. Both options would narrow the vehicular entrance to the Bullion Square parking lot for safety 
reasons. Option A was forwarded to Planning and Zoning Commission for them to make a 
recommendation.   
 
On May 5, 2025, the Hailey Planning and Zoning Commission reviewed the project. The Commission was 
highly supportive of most aspects of the Bullion Street Pathway Design. However, four (4) of the five (5) 
Commissioners expressed concern with the first half-block of Bullion Street, described above as Options 
A and B.  
 
Four (4) of the five (5) Commissioners believed the configuration of parallel parking would provide for a 
larger width on the sidewalk; increase visibility of the project from Main Street; space for permanent 
tree installations, and wider turn radius for northbound vehicles turning left (west) off Main Street onto 
Bullion, thus improving both vehicular and pedestrian safety. All members of the Commission engaged 
in robust discussion around the need for improved user safety at the corner location, as well as 
supporting local businesses and a vibrant downtown economy, which accessible, convenient parking 
helps to facilitate. The Commissioners voted 4-1 in favor of Option B.

FINDINGS OF FACT, CONCLUSIONS OF LAW AND DECISION 
 
On June 23, 2025, the Hailey City Council considered and approved the City-Initiated Infrastructure 
Project pursuant to Title 18: Mobility Design, specifically design Option B, consisting of the proposed 
design plans for construction of the Bullion Street Pathway, to be located on the north side of Bullion 
Street between Main Street and the Hop Porter Stage access road.  
 
Hearing: June 23, 2025 

Applicant: City of Hailey  

Notice: Notice for the public hearing was published in the Idaho Mountain Express on June 4, 2025, and 
mailed to public agencies on June 4, 2025.      
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 
Background: The City of Hailey is proposing to construct the Bullion Street Pathway Design, a project 
subject to Title 18. The Bullion Street Pathway Design is proposed as a package of streetscape layouts 
and general features that the City of Hailey intends to implement along the W. Bullion corridor between 
Main Street and the Hop Porter Stage access road. The Pathway Design is part of the larger Downtown 
Master Plan concept. 
 
Title 18 applies to new infrastructure projects as follows: 
 
18.04.012: APPLICABILITY: 

A. Design: Unless otherwise exempted or as otherwise stated herein, the guidelines and standards 
of this title shall apply to any design of infrastructure projects within the jurisdiction of the city 
of Hailey. For any large subdivision application, all guidelines identified herein shall be treated as 
standards. 

B. Construction And Reconstruction: Unless otherwise exempted, the city standards set forth in 
this title shall apply to any construction and reconstruction of infrastructure projects within the 
jurisdiction of the city of Hailey. If the city standards do not address a standard found in the 
infrastructure project, the ISPWC manual in effect at the time of the application shall govern 
that standard in the project. (Ord. 1116, 2012) 

 
The 2024 Hailey Downtown Master Plan guides street sections, tree selection, downtown and adjacent 
park improvements, private site redevelopment, and other downtown priorities over the next 15 years. 
Phase 1 is currently underway with numerous public meetings and workshops guiding the development 
of the Bullion Pathway. This pathway will be a signature project connecting Main Street to Hop Porter 
Park and will highlight unique characteristics of Hailey. The Hailey Urban Renewal Agency is committing 
over $2 million towards the project.

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Commission/Council/HURA Discussion: On May 5, 2025, the Hailey Planning and Zoning Commission 
reviewed the project. The Commission was highly supportive of most aspects of the Bullion Street 
Pathway Design. However, four (4) of the five (5) Commissioners expressed concern with the first half-
block of Bullion Street, described above as Options A and B.  
 
Four (4) of the five (5) Commissioners believed the configuration of parallel parking would provide for a 
larger width on the sidewalk; increase visibility of the project from Main Street; space for permanent 
tree installations, and wider turn radius for northbound vehicles turning left (west) off Main Street onto 
Bullion, thus improving both vehicular and pedestrian safety.

The Council voted 3-1 
to approve Option B (parallel parking with a wider pathway). Those in favor of Option B felt that the 
option was supportive of the business community, represented a holistic vision of the greater 
community, and supported the planning philosophy of the City.  
 
Reasoned Statement: These Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and Decision (“Findings”) represent 
the summary, and majority opinion of the determinative body of the City of Hailey pursuant to Idaho 
Code. These Findings represent a final decision, after extensive on-the-record deliberations, as more 
completely documented in the Minutes therefore, and the recordings thereof. These Findings represent 
an approval (3-1) of the Hailey City Council, after deliberations on each of the criteria detailed below.  
 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 
 

Based upon the above Findings of Fact, the Council makes the following Conclusions of Law:  
1) Adequate notice, pursuant to Title 18, Section 18.04.018 B.2, was given. 
2) The project is in general conformance with the Hailey Comprehensive Plan. 
3) The project does not jeopardize the health, safety, or welfare of the public.  
4) Upon compliance with the conditions set forth, the project conforms to the applicable standards 

of the Hailey Municipal Code and City Standards.  
 
Standards of Review:  
Criteria for Review. Section 17.14.060(A) of the Hailey Municipal Code provides “[w]hen evaluating 
any proposed amendment under this chapter, the hearing examiner or commission and council shall 
make findings of fact on the following criteria: 

1. The proposed amendment is in accordance with the comprehensive plan; 
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2. Essential public facilities and services are available to support the full 

range of proposed uses without creating excessive additional requirements 
at public cost for the public facilities and services; 

3. The proposed uses are compatible with the surrounding area; and 
4. The proposed amendment will promote the public health, safety and 

general welfare. 
 
1. The proposed amendment is in accordance with the Comprehensive Plan; 
The Comprehensive Plan articulates the merits of effective transportation and recognizes the 
importance of safe vehicular and pedestrian connections between the city and its neighborhoods. The 
Comprehensive Plan also emphasizes efficient movement of people, not just cars. Economic 
Development goals in the 2024 Comprehensive Plan Update are also directly linked to the 
implementation of the Downtown Master Plan, helping support the Objective (Obj. 3.6.5) of “Downtown 
as the economic, social, cultural, and historical heart of Hailey”.   
 
Findings: Compliance. The Council found that this capital infrastructure project, specifically design 
Option B, is in keeping with the multimodal goals of the Comprehensive Plan and the Downtown Master 
Plan. This standard has been met.  
 
2. Essential public facilities and services are available to support the full range of proposed uses 
without creating excessive additional requirements at public cost for the public facilities and services; 
The Council found that the proposed capital infrastructure project will not create excessive additional 
requirements at the public cost for services. Findings: Compliance. This standard has been met.  
 
3. The proposed uses are compatible with the surrounding area; and 
Findings: Compliance. This standard has been met. The Council received extensive public comments in 
the form of public meetings, written correspondence, and specific work sessions for adjacent residential 
and commercial businesses. On some topics, such as parking, a variety of viewpoints exist; however, the 
Council ultimately voted (3-1) to approve design Option B, as those in favor of Option B felt that the 
option was supportive of the business community, represented a holistic vision of the greater 
community, was most appropriate and compatible with the surrounding area, and further supported the 
longstanding planning philosophy of the City.  
 
4. The proposed amendment will promote the public health, safety and general welfare. 
The Council found the capital infrastructure project to be consistent with the Hailey Comprehensive 
Plan, and will promote the public health, safety and general welfare of the community. They also 
found that it will increase both nonmotorized and vehicular safety by creating landscape buffers, 
public amenities, and clear travel areas for pedestrians and bicycles alike. Findings: Compliance. This 
standard has been met.  
 

DECISION 
 
The City-Initiated Infrastructure Project pursuant to Title 18: Mobility Design, specifically design Option 
B, consisting of the proposed design plans for construction of the Bullion Street Pathway, to be located 
on the north side of Bullion Street between Main Street and the Hop Porter Stage access road, is hereby 
approved, finding that the project does not jeopardize the health, safety or welfare of the public and the 
project conforms to the applicable specifications outlined in Title 18.

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CHAPTER 16.05.080: ISSUANCE OF PERMITS:  
No permit for the construction of any building shall be issued upon any land for which all  
improvements required for the protection of health and the provision of safety, (including but not 
necessarily limited to an approved potable water system, an approved wastewater system to accept 
sewage, and asphalt paving of the streets) have not been installed, inspected, and accepted by the City 
of Hailey, with the following exception:   
 
Building permits may be issued for any building in a development for which plats have been recorded 
and security provided, but the streets have not yet been completed with asphalt due to winter 
conditions. In such instances, the street shall be constructed as an all-weather surface to City Standards 
to the satisfaction of the City Engineer and shall be kept clear to the satisfaction of the Fire Chief. No 
Final Inspection approval or Certificate of Occupancy shall be granted until all improvements, including 
asphalt, have been installed, inspected, and accepted.

The Final Plat has been prepared by a professional land surveyor and was submitted on May 5, 2025. 
This standard has been met.   
 
 C.   The administrator shall review the final plat application to ensure that the application submitted  
  is consistent with the approved preliminary plat. The conditions imposed on the preliminary 

plat approval must be either completed or shown on plans or the plat prior to any public notice 
for final plat approval.   

The Final Plat is consistent with the approved Preliminary Plat of the proposed subdivision. This 
standard has been met.   
 
Standards of Evaluation: 
CHAPTER 16.04: DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS: 
Development Standards were reviewed in detail during the Preliminary Plat Application process. No 
changes have been made to the plat since approval was given.  
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CHAPTER 16.05: IMPROVEMENTS REQUIRED:    
16.05.010 Minimum Improvements Required: 
It shall be a requirement of the Developer to construct the minimum improvements set forth herein 
and any required improvements for the subdivision, all to City Standards, which are attached hereto 
as Exhibit “A.”  Alternatives to the minimum improvement standards may be recommended for 
approval by the City Engineer and approved by the City Council at its sole discretion only upon 
showing that the alternative is clearly superior in design and effectiveness and will promote the public 
health, safety, and general welfare. 

A. Plans Filed, Maintained: 
Six (6) copies of all improvement plans shall be filed with the City Engineer and made available 
to each department head. Upon final approval two (2) sets of revised plans shall be returned to 
the Developer at the pre-construction conference with the City Engineer’s written approval 
thereon. One set of final plans shall be on-site at all times for inspection purposes and to note 
all field changes upon. 

Upon final approval, two (2) copies of all plans will be filed with the City Engineer. All other 
requirements of this section will be enforced by the City Engineer or designee. 
 

B. Preconstruction Meeting: 
Prior to the start of any construction, it shall be required that a pre-construction meeting be 
conducted with the Developer or his authorized representative/engineer, the contractor, the 
City Engineer, and appropriate City departments.  An approved set of plans shall be provided to 
the Developer and contractor at or shortly after this meeting.   

A preconstruction meeting was held on June 11, 2024, at which point an approved set of plans was 
provided to the Developer and contractor. 
 

C. Term of Guarantee of Improvements:  
The Developer shall guarantee all improvements pursuant to this Chapter for no less than one 
year from the date of approval of all improvements as complete and satisfactory by the City 
Engineer, except those parks shall be guaranteed and maintained by the Developer for a period 
of two years.   

The Developer is hereby required to guarantee all improvements pursuant to this Section for no less than 
one-year from the date of approval of all improvements, as complete and satisfactory by the City Engineer.  
 
That said, pursuant the Hailey Municipal Code, Title 16: Subdivision Regulations, Section 16.03.030: Final 
Plat Approval, I. Security Required, the Developer may, in lieu of actual construction, provide to the City 
such security as may be acceptable to the City, in a form and in an amount equal to the cost of the 
engineering and the improvements not previously installed by the Developer, plus fifty percent (50%), 
which security shall fully secure and guarantee completion of the required improvements within a period 
of one-year from the date the security is provided.  
 
At this time, a draft Security Agreement, a Security Agreement Summary, and Contractor Proposal have 
been submitted and are attached hereto.   
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16.05.020 Streets, Sidewalks, Lighting, Landscaping: 
The Developer shall construct all streets, alleys, curb and gutter, lighting, sidewalks, street trees 
and landscaping, and irrigation systems to meet City Standards, the requirements of this 
ordinance, the approval of the Council, and to the finished grades which have been officially 
approved by the City Engineer as shown upon approved plans and profiles. The Developer shall 
pave all streets and alleys with an asphalt plant-mix and shall chip-seal streets and alleys within 
one year of construction.   

The subject parcel is located along the existing public streets of River Street and Silver Street. The site’s 
interior, drive aisle – to benefit all lots within the development – has been constructed to the approved 
width of International Fire Code (IFC) and Hailey Fire Department standards.  
 
The Applicant has also included the following plat notes within the Final Plat, addressing streets and 
access:  

6. “Parel A shall be a private road parcel to be owned and maintained by the Homeowner’s 
Association. Parcel A shall be unbuildable and only allow vehicular and pedestrian access, 
ingress/egress, landscaping, and utilities.  

 
As for sidewalk improvements, the Applicant proposed comprehensive right-of-way improvements, 
including new sidewalks on the entirety of the property’s Silver and River Street frontages, which 
currently exist; however, additional work is still needed. All property frontage along River Street has 
been developed according to the River Street Typical Section. In addition to sidewalks, improvements 
included enhancement of the existing separated bike lane, street trees, plantings, streetlights, a curb 
bulbout, and right-of-way parking spaces (5). One (1) catch basin/drywell feature for the right-of-way 
(Silver Street) has also been installed.  
 
The incomplete work remaining includes various electrical and excavation work, curbs and gutters, site 
seating, outdoor amenities, the installation of bike racks, and landscaping. The Applicant is proposing to 
bond for these items, details and Draft Security Agreement are attached hereto.  
 

A. Street Cuts: 
Street cuts made for the installation of services under any existing improved public street shall 
be repaired in a manner which shall satisfy the Street Superintendent, shall have been approved 
by the Hailey City Engineer or his authorized representative, and shall meet City Standards.  
Repair may include patching, skim coats of asphalt or, if the total area of asphalt removed 
exceeds 25% of the street area, the complete removal and replacement of all paving adjacent 
to the development.  Street cut repairs shall also be guaranteed for no less than one year. 

N/A, as no new street cuts were proposed.  
 

B. Signage: 
Street name signs and traffic control signs shall be erected by the Developer in accordance with 
City Standard, and the street name signs and traffic control signs shall thereafter be maintained 
by the City. 

N/A, as all street names and traffic control signs exist. No new additional names or signage are proposed.   
 

C. Streetlights: 
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Streetlights in the Recreational Green Belt, Limited Residential, General Residential, and 
Transitional zoning districts are not required improvements. Where proposed, street lighting in 
all zoning districts shall meet all requirements of chapter 17.08C of this code.  

Three (3) streetlights were proposed for right-of-way improvements for the project. All streetlights have 
been installed and meet the requirements outlined within Chapter VIIIB of the Hailey Municipal Code. 
 
16.05.030 Sewer Connections: 
 The Developer shall construct a municipal sanitary sewer connection for each and every 

developable lot within the development.  The Developer shall provide sewer mains of adequate 
size and configuration in accordance with City standards, and all federal, state, and local 
regulations.  Such mains shall provide wastewater flow throughout the development.  All sewer 
plans shall be submitted to the City Engineer for review and approval.  At the City Engineer’s 
discretion, plans may be required to be submitted to the Idaho Department of Environmental 
Quality (DEQ) for review and comments. 

Connection details to the existing sewer system have been approved by the Wastewater Division prior 
to construction. All infrastructure required detailed final construction drawings, were submitted to the 
City and approved by the City prior to construction. All construction conforms to City of Hailey Standard 
Drawings, Specifications and Procedures. This standard has been met.  
 

16.05.040 Water Connections: 

A. Requirements: 
The Developer shall construct a municipal potable water connection, water meter and water 
meter vault in accordance with City Standards or other equipment as may be approved by the 
City Engineer, for each and every developable lot within the development.  The Developer 
shall provide water mains and services of adequate size and configuration in accordance with 
City Standards, and all federal, state, and local regulations. Such water connection shall 
provide all necessary appurtenances for fire protection, including fire hydrants, which shall be 
located in accordance with the IFC and under the approval of the Hailey Fire Chief.  All water 
plans shall be submitted to the City Engineer for review and approval.  At the City Engineer’s 
discretion, plans may be required to be submitted to the Idaho Department of Environmental 
Quality (DEQ) for review and comments. 

Connection details to the existing water system have been approved by the Water Division prior to 
construction. All infrastructure required detailed final construction drawings, were submitted to the City 
and approved by the City prior to construction. All construction conforms to City of Hailey Standard 
Drawings, Specifications and Procedures. This standard has been met.  
 

B. Townsite Overlay District; Insulation: 
Within the Townsite Overlay District, where water main lines within the alley are less than six 
feet (6’) deep, the developer shall install insulating material (blue board insulation or similar 
material) for each and every individual water service line and main line between and including 
the subject property and the nearest public street, as recommended by the City Engineer. 

This standard has been met.  
 
16.05.050 Drainage: 
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The Developer shall provide drainage areas of adequate size and number to meet the 
approval of the Street Superintendent and the City Engineer or his authorized representative. 

Drainage infrastructure, such as drywells and catch basins, as well as drainage areas and facilities are 
complete. Final design plans have been submitted and approved by the City Engineer and the Streets 
Division. This standard has been met.   
 
16.05.060 Utilities: 

The Developer shall construct each and every individual service connection and all necessary 
trunk lines, and/or conduits for those improvements, for natural gas, electricity, telephone, 
and cable television to the property line before placing base gravel for the street or alley. 

All utility connections, with the exception of electrical, are completed and comply with City Standards. 
The Applicant is proposing to bond for the remaining electrical work, anticipated to be completed on or 
by October 2025.  
 
16.05.070 Parks, Green Space: 

The Developer shall improve all parks and Green Space areas as presented to and approved by 
the Hearing Examiner or Commission and Council. 

Via the Preliminary Plat Application process, the Applicant and the City have discussed the full range of 
possibilities for park/pathway improvements, versus in-lieu fee contribution. Based on identified park 
and pathway needs, and the impact of ongoing development on identified projects, the Applicant 
remitted cash contributions in lieu of park land and/or pathway development. This park in-lieu fee 
estimate was provided and accepted by the City. Payment was made in July 2025. This standard has 
been met.  
 
16.05.080 Installation to Specifications; Inspections:  

All improvements are to be installed under the specifications and inspection of the City 
Engineer or his authorized representative.  The minimum construction requirements shall 
meet City Standards or the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) standards, whichever 
is the more stringent.  

The Developer is hereby advised that all improvements shall be implemented according to City 
Standards and are subject to inspection at any time. If improvements are not satisfactory to the City 
Engineer or his designee, the Developer will be required to repair or replace them at their own cost. 
 
16.05.090 Completion; Inspections; Acceptance: 

Installation of all infrastructure improvements must be completed by the Developer and 
inspected and accepted by the city prior to signature of the plat by City representatives, or 
according to a phasing agreement.  A post-construction conference shall be requested by the 
Developer and/or contractor and conducted with the Developer and/or contractor, the City 
Engineer, and appropriate City departments to determine a punch list of items for final 
acceptance. 

The Developer is hereby advised that all improvements shall be implemented according to City 
Standards and are subject to inspection at any time. If improvements are not satisfactory to the City 
Engineer or his designee, the Developer will be required to repair or replace them at their own cost. 
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A. The Developer may, in lieu of actual construction, provide to the city security pursuant to 
subsection 16.03.030I of this title, for all infrastructure improvements to be completed by the 
Developer after the Final Plat has been signed by City representatives.   

The Applicant intends to provide security for the following improvements, draft Security Agreement 
attached hereto:  

- Electrical  
- Excavation  
- Curbs and gutters  
- Siet seating, tables, and bike racks  
- Landscaping   

 
16.05.100 As Built Plans and Specifications: 

Prior to the acceptance by the City of any improvements installed by the Developer, three (3) 
sets of “as-built plans and specifications” certified by the Developer’s engineer shall be filed 
with the City Engineer. 

The Developer is hereby advised that three (3) sets of “as-built plans and specifications” certified by the 
Developer’s Engineer, shall be filed with the City Engineer prior to acceptance by the City of Hailey. 
 
Summary and Suggested Conditions: The Council shall review the proposed Final Plat Application and 
continue the public hearing, approve, conditionally approve, or deny the application.  
 
Changes to the previously approved Preliminary Plat Conditions of Approval are shown below. Those 
Conditions that are stricken have been met. Any new Conditions of Approval added are shown 
underlined, and staff comments are in bold text: 
 

a) All Fire Department and Building Department requirements shall be met.  
b) All City infrastructure requirements shall be met as outlined in Title 16, Chapter 16.05 of the 

Hailey Municipal Code. Detailed plans for all infrastructure to be installed or improved at or 
adjacent to the site shall be submitted for City of Hailey approval and shall meet City Standards 
where required. Requirements to be completed at the Applicant’s sole expense include, but will 
not be limited to: 

i. The Applicant shall attain permits for the installation of all drywells. 
ii. The Applicant shall receive Public Works Division approval on streetlight placement, 

prior to Final Plat approval. 
iii. The Applicant shall purchase and install a new meter vault, suitable for site use and 

capacity. 
iv. The Applicant shall re-submit a site plan that shows separation, approved by the Water 

Division Manager, of the four (4) meter vaults located in the northwest corner of the 
property. 

v. The complete removal and replacement of all paving adjacent to the development 
where street cuts (for the subdivision construction and installation of utility services) 
exceed 25% of the street area.  

vi. All streetlights installed shall meet all requirements of Chapter VIIIB of the Hailey Zoning 
Ordinance. 
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vii. The installer of the sewer shall be responsible for redirecting flow of sewer contents 
when they tap into the mainline for the new manhole on the existing sewer line. 

c) The complete removal and replacement of all paving adjacent to the development where street 
cuts (for the subdivision construction and installation of utility services) exceed 25% of the 
street area.  

d) Drainage facilities, grading, driveways, and utility easements shall be reviewed and approved by 
the City Engineer prior to Final Plat approval.  

e) Connection details to the municipal water and wastewater system shall be approved by the 
Water and Wastewater Division prior to Final Plat approval.  

f) The proposed access lane shall be dedicated as unbuildable and managed by the HOA.  
g) The Applicant shall address the maintenance of the outdoor shared space delineated by “Parcel 

B” on the Preliminary Plat, between Units 6-10 and the western property boundary in CC&R’s 
for the subdivision. 

h) All improvements within the public right-of-way shall be completed and accepted, or surety 
provided pursuant to Subsections 16.03.030(I) and 16.05.090(B) of the Hailey Municipal Code, 
prior to recordation of the Final Plat. 

i) The Applicant shall repair and/or install new sidewalks if the existing sidewalks are damaged 
during the construction process. 

j) The Final Plat must be submitted within three (3) calendar years from the date of approval of 
the Preliminary Plat, unless otherwise allowed for within a phasing agreement.   

k) Any application and/or subdivision inspection fees due shall be paid prior to recording the Final 
Plat.

SECURITY AGREEMENT 
FOR MID RVR TOWNHOMES 

 
THIS SECURITY AGREEMENT FOR MID RVR TOWNHOMES (this 

“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of July ___, 2025 (the “Effective Date”), by and 
between the City of Hailey, Idaho, a municipal corporation (“Hailey”), whose mailing address 
is 115 S. Main St., Hailey, Idaho 83333, and MID RVR Townhomes, LLC, an Idaho limited 
liability company (“Owner”), whose mailing address is 1450 W. Bannock St., Boise, Idaho 
83702. 

 
WHEREAS, on December 4, 2023, the Planning and Zoning Commission of Hailey 

considered a Preliminary Plat Application filed by Owner, represented by Opal Engineering 
and Pivot North Architecture, wherein the real property legally described on Exhibit A 
attached hereto and incorporated herein (the “Property”), is to be subdivided into ten (10) 
sublots for a townhouse development. The Planning and Zoning Commission of Hailey 
approved the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Decision for the Preliminary Plat, 
dated December 18, 2023 (the “Decision”). 

 
WHEREAS, Owner has made an application for final subdivision plat approval and 

recordation thereof, though Owner has not completed construction of the public infrastructure 
and related improvements identified on Exhibit B attached hereto and incorporated herein (the 
“Improvements”),  

 
WHEREAS, as a condition to the approval of the final subdivision plat application, 

Owner is required by the Hailey City Council to post security therefore consistent with the 
Hailey Municipal Code, Section 16.03.030.K (the “Security Ordinance”), for the 
construction of Improvements. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, the Owner and Hailey hereby covenant and agree as follows:  
 
Owner, simultaneously with the execution of this Agreement, has delivered to Hailey 

an [irrevocable letter of credit] in the amount of $672,548.60 (the “Security”), which is equal 
to fifty percent (50%) of the estimated cost to complete the Improvements, as required by the 
Security Ordinance. The Security is security for complete performance and construction of 
the Improvements upon the following terms and conditions:  
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1. The Security secures completion of the Improvements, together with the amount of security 
associated with the particular improvement shown thereon. The Applicant shall complete 
construction of all Improvements on or before December, 2025, or (absent an extension granted 
by Hailey) the amount of the Security applicable to such Improvements which are not complete 
shall be due and payable to Hailey up to the full amount thereof and Hailey may draw upon the 
Security as Hailey in its sole discretion determines necessary to complete the Improvements or 
any portion thereof.  
 
2.    In the event the Owner fails or refuses to complete the Improvements or any portion thereof, 
Hailey shall have the right, but not the obligation, to draw the Security and apply the proceeds 
thereof to construction of the Improvements or any portion thereof. To the extent the funds are 
drawn upon from the Security, they must be used for the construction of the Improvements or 
returned Owner. 

 
3.      If Owner fails to complete the Improvements as required hereby, and if the cost of installing 
or constructing the Improvements is greater than the amount of the Security, the Applicant agrees 
to reimburse and hold harmless Hailey for any and all additional costs and expenses incurred by 
Hailey associated with installing and constructing the Improvements. 

 
4.    When the Owner completes construction of the Improvements secured by the Security, 
Hailey shall release the Security upon receiving written notice by the City Engineer that the 
Improvements have been installed according to applicable ordinances, regulations, plans and 
specifications, and that the same has been inspected and approved by the City Engineer.  

 
5.     In addition to the foregoing, Owner is responsible for and shall pay any and all fees 
reasonably incurred by the City Engineer in providing services associated with the review of 
and/or inspections necessary to confirm completion of any or all of the Improvements required. 

 
6.       This Agreement is not a guarantee that any of the Improvements will be constructed nor 
does this Agreement obligate Hailey in any way to complete any of said Improvements. This 
Agreement is not intended nor shall it be construed as a third-party beneficiary contract or 
creating any third-party beneficiary rights. 
 
7. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which is deemed an original 
but all of which constitute one and the same document. The signature pages may be detached 
from each counterpart and combined into one document. This Agreement may be signed 
electronically and delivered by facsimile or via email in PDF or other similar format, each of 
which shall be effective as an original. The parties expressly agree that the transactions 
contemplated by this Agreement may be conducted by electronic means.

CHAPTER 16.03: PROCEDURE: 
16.03.030 Final Plat Approval: 

A.   The final plat, prepared by a Professional Land Surveyor, must be submitted within two (2)  
 calendar years from the date of approval of the preliminary plat, unless otherwise allowed for  
 within a phasing agreement or as otherwise provided herein.  Plats not submitted for final  
 approval within two (2) years or according to the phasing agreement, shall be considered 

expired and preliminary plat approval shall become null and void.  The Council may extend 
the deadline  

 for submitting the final plat upon holding a public hearing.   
The Final Plat has been prepared by a professional land surveyor and was submitted on June 13, 2025. 
This standard has been met.   
 
 C.   The administrator shall review the final plat application to ensure that the application submitted  
  is consistent with the approved preliminary plat. The conditions imposed on the preliminary 

plat approval must be either completed or shown on plans or the plat prior to any public notice 
for final plat approval.   

The Final Plat is consistent with the approved Preliminary Plat of the proposed subdivision. This 
standard has been met.   
 
Standards of Evaluation: 
CHAPTER 16.04: DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS: 
Development Standards were reviewed in detail during the Preliminary Plat Application process. No 
changes have been made to the plat since approval was given.  
 
CHAPTER 16.05: IMPROVEMENTS REQUIRED:    
16.05.010 Minimum Improvements Required: 
It shall be a requirement of the Developer to construct the minimum improvements set forth herein 
and any required improvements for the subdivision, all to City Standards, which are attached hereto 
as Exhibit “A.”  Alternatives to the minimum improvement standards may be recommended for 
approval by the City Engineer and approved by the City Council at its sole discretion only upon 
showing that the alternative is clearly superior in design and effectiveness and will promote the public 
health, safety, and general welfare. 
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A. Plans Filed, Maintained: 
Six (6) copies of all improvement plans shall be filed with the City Engineer and made available 
to each department head. Upon final approval two (2) sets of revised plans shall be returned to 
the Developer at the pre-construction conference with the City Engineer’s written approval 
thereon. One set of final plans shall be on-site at all times for inspection purposes and to note 
all field changes upon. 

Upon final approval, two (2) copies of all plans will be filed with the City Engineer. All other 
requirements of this section will be enforced by the City Engineer or designee. 
 

B. Preconstruction Meeting: 
Prior to the start of any construction, it shall be required that a pre-construction meeting be 
conducted with the Developer or his authorized representative/engineer, the contractor, the 
City Engineer, and appropriate City departments.  An approved set of plans shall be provided to 
the Developer and contractor at or shortly after this meeting.   

A preconstruction meeting was not necessary for this project, as development is not underway nor is 
planned at this time.  
 

C. Term of Guarantee of Improvements:  
The Developer shall guarantee all improvements pursuant to this Chapter for no less than one 
year from the date of approval of all improvements as complete and satisfactory by the City 
Engineer, except those parks shall be guaranteed and maintained by the Developer for a period 
of two years.   

The Developer has completed all the infrastructure and improvements, and no Bond Security is proposed. 
This standard has been met.  
 
16.05.020 Streets, Sidewalks, Lighting, Landscaping: 

The Developer shall construct all streets, alleys, curb and gutter, lighting, sidewalks, street trees 
and landscaping, and irrigation systems to meet City Standards, the requirements of this 
ordinance, the approval of the Council, and to the finished grades which have been officially 
approved by the City Engineer as shown upon approved plans and profiles. The Developer shall 
pave all streets and alleys with an asphalt plant-mix and shall chip-seal streets and alleys within 
one year of construction.   

The subject parcel is located along the existing public streets of Spruce Street and Fourth Avenue. No 
additional infrastructure was required of the Applicant, and all subdivision and/or sidewalk in-lieu fees 
have been paid. This standard has been met.  
 

A. Street Cuts: 
Street cuts made for the installation of services under any existing improved public street shall 
be repaired in a manner which shall satisfy the Street Superintendent, shall have been approved 
by the Hailey City Engineer or his authorized representative, and shall meet City Standards.  
Repair may include patching, skim coats of asphalt or, if the total area of asphalt removed 
exceeds 25% of the street area, the complete removal and replacement of all paving adjacent 
to the development.  Street cut repairs shall also be guaranteed for no less than one year. 

N/A, as no new street cuts were proposed.  
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B. Signage: 
Street name signs and traffic control signs shall be erected by the Developer in accordance with 
City Standard, and the street name signs and traffic control signs shall thereafter be maintained 
by the City. 

N/A, as all street names and traffic control signs exist. No new additional names or signage are proposed.   
 

C. Streetlights: 
Streetlights in the Recreational Green Belt, Limited Residential, General Residential, and 
Transitional zoning districts are not required improvements. Where proposed, street lighting in 
all zoning districts shall meet all requirements of chapter 17.08C of this code.  

N/A, as no streetlights were proposed or required as part of this application.  
 
16.05.030 Sewer Connections: 
 The Developer shall construct a municipal sanitary sewer connection for each and every 

developable lot within the development.  The Developer shall provide sewer mains of adequate 
size and configuration in accordance with City standards, and all federal, state, and local 
regulations.  Such mains shall provide wastewater flow throughout the development.  All sewer 
plans shall be submitted to the City Engineer for review and approval.  At the City Engineer’s 
discretion, plans may be required to be submitted to the Idaho Department of Environmental 
Quality (DEQ) for review and comments. 

Connection details to the existing sewer system have been approved by the Wastewater Division prior 
to construction. All infrastructure required detailed final construction drawings, were submitted to the 
City and approved by the City prior to construction. All construction conforms to City of Hailey Standard 
Drawings, Specifications and Procedures. This standard has been met.  
 

16.05.040 Water Connections: 

A. Requirements: 
The Developer shall construct a municipal potable water connection, water meter and water 
meter vault in accordance with City Standards or other equipment as may be approved by the 
City Engineer, for each and every developable lot within the development.  The Developer 
shall provide water mains and services of adequate size and configuration in accordance with 
City Standards, and all federal, state, and local regulations. Such water connection shall 
provide all necessary appurtenances for fire protection, including fire hydrants, which shall be 
located in accordance with the IFC and under the approval of the Hailey Fire Chief.  All water 
plans shall be submitted to the City Engineer for review and approval.  At the City Engineer’s 
discretion, plans may be required to be submitted to the Idaho Department of Environmental 
Quality (DEQ) for review and comments. 

Connection details to the existing water system have been approved by the Water Division prior to 
construction. All infrastructure required detailed final construction drawings, were submitted to the City 
and approved by the City prior to construction. All construction conforms to City of Hailey Standard 
Drawings, Specifications and Procedures. This standard has been met.  
 

B. Townsite Overlay District; Insulation: 
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Within the Townsite Overlay District, where water main lines within the alley are less than six 
feet (6’) deep, the developer shall install insulating material (blue board insulation or similar 
material) for each and every individual water service line and main line between and including 
the subject property and the nearest public street, as recommended by the City Engineer. 

This standard has been met.  
 
16.05.050 Drainage: 

The Developer shall provide drainage areas of adequate size and number to meet the 
approval of the Street Superintendent and the City Engineer or his authorized representative. 

Drainage infrastructure, such as drywells and catch basins, as well as drainage areas and facilities are 
complete. Final design plans have been submitted and approved by the City Engineer and the Streets 
Division. This standard has been met.   
 
16.05.060 Utilities: 

The Developer shall construct each and every individual service connection and all necessary 
trunk lines, and/or conduits for those improvements, for natural gas, electricity, telephone, 
and cable television to the property line before placing base gravel for the street or alley. 

All utility connections are completed and comply with City Standards. No new connections are proposed 
at this time. This standard has been met.   
 
16.05.070 Parks, Green Space: 

The Developer shall improve all parks and Green Space areas as presented to and approved by 
the Hearing Examiner or Commission and Council. 

See Standard 16.05.020 for further detail. This standard has been met.  
 
16.05.080 Installation to Specifications; Inspections:  

All improvements are to be installed under the specifications and inspection of the City 
Engineer or his authorized representative.  The minimum construction requirements shall 
meet City Standards or the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) standards, whichever 
is the more stringent.  

The Developer is hereby advised that all improvements shall be implemented according to City 
Standards and are subject to inspection at any time. If improvements are not satisfactory to the City 
Engineer or his designee, the Developer will be required to repair or replace them at their own cost. 
 
16.05.090 Completion; Inspections; Acceptance: 

Installation of all infrastructure improvements must be completed by the Developer and 
inspected and accepted by the city prior to signature of the plat by City representatives, or 
according to a phasing agreement.  A post-construction conference shall be requested by the 
Developer and/or contractor and conducted with the Developer and/or contractor, the City 
Engineer, and appropriate City departments to determine a punch list of items for final 
acceptance. 

The Developer is hereby advised that all improvements shall be implemented according to City 
Standards and are subject to inspection at any time. If improvements are not satisfactory to the City 
Engineer or his designee, the Developer will be required to repair or replace them at their own cost. 
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A. The Developer may, in lieu of actual construction, provide to the city security pursuant to 
subsection 16.03.030I of this title, for all infrastructure improvements to be completed by the 
Developer after the Final Plat has been signed by City representatives.   

N/A, as all infrastructure for the proposed subdivision is in place and no bond, or security, is needed.  
 
16.05.100 As Built Plans and Specifications: 

Prior to the acceptance by the City of any improvements installed by the Developer, three (3) 
sets of “as-built plans and specifications” certified by the Developer’s engineer shall be filed 
with the City Engineer. 

The Developer is hereby advised that three (3) sets of “as-built plans and specifications” certified by the 
Developer’s Engineer, shall be filed with the City Engineer prior to acceptance by the City of Hailey. 
 
Summary and Suggested Conditions: The Council shall review the proposed Final Plat Application and 
continue the public hearing, approve, conditionally approve, or deny the application.  
 
Changes to the previously approved Preliminary Plat Conditions of Approval are shown below. Those 
Conditions that are stricken have been met. Any new Conditions of Approval added are shown 
underlined, and staff comments are in bold text: 
 
General Conditions:  

1) All Fire Department and Building Department requirements shall be met and shall meet City 
Standards where required.  

2) Issuance of permits for the construction of buildings within the proposed subdivision shall be 
subject to Section 16.02.080 of the Hailey Municipal Code. 

3) All improvements and other requirements shall be completed and accepted, or surety provided 
pursuant to Subsections 16.03.030(I) and 16.05.090(B) of the Hailey Municipal Code, prior to 
recordation of the Final Plat. 

4) The Final Plat must be submitted within two (2) calendar years from the date of approval of the 
Preliminary Plat. 

5) Any Subdivision Inspection Fees due shall be paid prior to recordation of Final Plat. 
6) Any Application Development Fees shall be paid prior to recordation Final Plat. 
7) If any development, construction or renovations to the existing garage/shop on proposed Lot 

1AA are made, the existing garage/shop shall be relocated within the property boundary and 
removed from the existing alley. Additionally, an Encroachment Permit to allow for the existing 
garage/shop to remain shall be applied for by the Applicant prior to recordation of Final Plat. 

8) An Encroachment Permit to allow for the existing fence and landscaping to remain within the 
public right-of-way shall be applied for by the Applicant prior to recordation of Final Plat.   

 
Streets and Right-of-Ways:  

9) All City infrastructure requirements shall be met as outlined in Title 16, Chapter 16.05 of the 
Hailey Municipal Code. Detailed plans for all infrastructure to be installed or improved at or 
adjacent to the site shall be submitted for City of Hailey approval and shall meet City Standards 
where required. Infrastructure to be completed at the Applicant’s sole expense include, but will 
not be limited to: 

i. Sidewalks are required or a payment in-lieu shall be made, as outlined in the Hailey 
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Municipal Code. Said payment shall be made for the property frontages of proposed Lot 
1AA (Fourth Avenue and Spruce Street) and Lot 1AAA (Fourth Avenue), unless a 
previous record of payment has been found. In-lieu fees shall be paid prior to 
recordation of Final Plat. 

ii. The Applicant shall delineate all snow storage areas onsite for proposed Lot 1AA and Lot 
1AAA prior to submittal for Final Plat.  

iii. Vehicular access to proposed Lot 1AAA shall be achieved from the existing alley only and 
not Fourth Avenue.  

iv. The Applicant/Owner shall address all grading and drainage issues upon development of 
proposed Lot 1AAA.  

   
Water and Wastewater:  

10) All City infrastructure requirements shall be met as outlined in Title 16, Chapter 16.05 of the 
Hailey Municipal Code. Detailed plans for all infrastructure to be installed or improved at or 
adjacent to the site shall be submitted for City of Hailey approval and shall meet City Standards 
where required. Infrastructure to be completed at the Applicant’s sole expense include, but will 
not be limited to: 

i. A new water service and meter vault shall be installed to service proposed Lot 1AAA. 
ii. A new sewer service shall be installed at the mainline to service proposed Lot 1AAA. 

 
Other:  

11) The following shall be added as a plat note and applicable to both Lot 1AA and Lot 1AAA:  
“The following turf landscape restrictions shall apply if redevelopment were to occur on  

proposed Lot 1AA and if development occurs on proposed Lot 1AAA:  
i. For proposed Lot 1AA, a maximum of forty percent (40%) of the total land area may be 

turf. 
ii. For proposed Lot 1AAA, a maximum of thirty-five percent (35%) of the total land area 

may be turf up to a maximum of 3,500 square feet.

iv. Each residential irrigation system shall be at a 70% distribution uniformity for turf areas 

and/or utilize EPA water sensor controllers and heads or equivalent”.  

The remaining and/or revised Conditions of Approval have been reflected below. Each are expected to 
be met and are placed on approval of this Application: 
 
Streets and Right-of-Ways:  

1) All City infrastructure requirements shall be met as outlined in Title 16, Chapter 16.05 of the 
Hailey Municipal Code. Detailed plans for all infrastructure to be installed or improved at or 
adjacent to the site shall be submitted for City of Hailey approval and shall meet City Standards 
where required. Infrastructure to be completed at the Applicant’s sole expense include, but will 
not be limited to: 

i. Vehicular access to proposed Lot 1AAA shall be achieved from the existing alley only and 
not Fourth Avenue.  

ii. The Applicant/Owner shall address all grading and drainage issues upon development of 
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proposed Lot 1AAA.

BACKGROUND/SUMMARY OF ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED: 
 
The Budget process extends over several months leading up to Budget adoption.   
 
The Mayors budget was introduced on June 9, 2025, and a public hearing was conducted, no comments 
were received. The Council discussed the budget again on June 23rd, with Council comments centered on 
the Capital Improvements Plan.  See discussion below of topics raised by Councilmembers. (A public 
hearing was conducted, with no public comment).

1) The City of Hailey has been budgeting with extremely healthy operating reserves.  We hold a 35% 
operating reserve against all operating funds and a $1.4 million capital reserve.  These strong 
reserve funds give us the capability to withstand unforeseen circumstances and to keep steady 
essential services to our constituents. 
 

2) Generally speaking, our revenue strategy is cautious.  General fund revenue projections are flat 
or modest. 
 

3) Municipal revenues and expenditures are not static and fluctuate on a year-by-year basis. In 
lower revenue years, insufficient revenue can be offset by a modest transfer of funds from 
reserves in order to stabilize uniform delivery of services.  Based on a return to the capital fund of 
$648,538 last fiscal year, the Mayor proposes a one-time fund transfer from the capital fund to 
the General Fund of $60,000, which equates to 0.66% of our General Fund.   
 

4) Local Option Tax remains a key component of the General Fund budget.  The City Council may 
wish to explore additional local option tax revenue options in the coming years. 

 
5) As you review the proposed capital plan, please keep in mind the Council goal of “Maintain 

discipline: Distinguish between “need-to-have” and “nice-to-have” in capital planning.” 
 
6) The Mayor’s proposed budget is a balanced budget.  Much thought has gone into revenue 

projections.  If the Council wishes to fund an item that is not shown, something else must be cut, 
or an increase in a revenue line item must be proposed.  Similarly, if the Council wishes to 
increase any outside contracts for services, the cost of that increase must be balanced elsewhere 
in the budget. 

 
Council discussion of June 23, 2025: 
 

1. Funding for Reactive Speed Signs. Regarding the Capital Improvements Plan (CIP), 
Councilmember Husbands raised the topic of additional reactive speed signs.  Staff had 
indicated during the meeting that these signs cost approximately $5,000.  Since that time staff 
have followed up on the pricing and $6-7,000 per sign is a more realistic cost number. 
Councilmembers discussed purchasing three (3) of these signs to augment the four (4) already in 
service.  Cost for the 3 new signs would be $18-21,000 and this amount could be reduced from 
the “Pathway Connectors” line item in the CIP, line #9 or from the Skate Park Shade Structure 
(CIP line #15).

2. Housing Capital Fund. Councilmember Thea indicated a desire to bring the Housing Capital 

Fund, proposed this year at $400,000 up to a higher number, closer to the $500,000 budgeted in 
the previous three years.  Councilmember Martinez suggested that $50,00 could be reallocated 
from the Skate Park Shade Structure (CIP line #15) to the Housing Capital Fund. 
 

3. Skate Park Shade Structure.  Councilmember Martinez suggested that this line item could be 
reduced until user group funding match efforts were further underway. 
 

4. Meriwether Building Curb, Gutter and Sidewalk.  This project is listed under “Revenue-neutral” 
as staff and the Mayor recommend that this be funded through a Local Improvement District. 
Councilmember Thea would like to allocate some funds towards this effort.  A dollar amount 
was not identified, nor which line item it would be reallocated from. 
 

5. Miscellaneous Questions.  See attached additional information from Public works director Brain 
Yeager regarding some of the questions raised in the meeting.

At the last meeting council asked specific questions about two line items in the CIP.  Since 
the PW Director will not be in attendance at the subsequent meeting the following 
information is provided to respond more thoroughly to those questions. 

 

1. Line 8 East Croy Pathway Reconstruct 

Maintenance activities have been planned in this area by the Street Division Manager as 
shown on the attached image.  These activities include extending main street irrigation 
onto the side street for the tree planters, replacing deteriorating concrete, and repairing 
minor drainage areas.  The work will include removal of asphalt, concrete and subsurface 
utilities.  Estimates for this work are not yet available but it will likely cost at least $40-60k.  
The entire sidewalk will likely be removed rather than leave a small portion in the middle of 
older material. 

This project, when discussed with the Public Works Director, seemed appropriate for 
leveraging maintenance money  with the CIP resulting in possible improvements the length 
of the block as shown in the next exhibit.  This project would need to go through Title 18 for 
design review in order to proceed should funding be applied within the CIP.  This project 
constructs an entire new block face similar to the new River Street typical sections except 
using a 10’ wide bi-directional pathway instead of a 5’ wide uni-directional pathway. 

Benefits of the proposed project are readily apparent: 

a) Organizes and cleans up the area currently striped and irregular parking 
b) Improves sight distance for 1st avenue 
c) Increases parking by 1 additional spot 
d) Significantly improves the pathway and sidewalk experience 
e) Adds improved landscaping 
f) Adds an option for street lighting 

To achieve this the two existing approaches will need to be narrowed and designated one 
way only.  The eastern approach will circulate through to the alley and focus vehicles at the 
preferred alley entrance back onto Croy.  The western approach needs additional study. 

The River Street LHTAC project is costing a little over $1million per block face.  Staff has 
requested $100k in the CIP to contribute to the maintenance money.  Clearly this funding is 
significantly less than other block faces but staff is optimistic the combined CIP & 
Maintenance money will go a long way if managed frugally and strategically.  In addition, 
staff has already set aside 5 tree installations worth of Silva Cells that were acquired using 
previously approved grant funding.

BACKGROUND/SUMMARY OF ALTERNATIVES CONSIDERED: Housing has been one of Hailey’s top priorities 
for years. Creative housing measures have been established, adopted, piloted, and/or are longstanding to 
ensure housing remains top-of-mind and is accessible for all. The following housing programs and/or 
partnerships have been, or are currently being, implemented with the goal of creating more permanent, 
affordable housing for Hailey locals. The various housing programs and/or partnerships the City of Hailey 
participates in include, but are not limited to:  

- Locals Only Deed Restriction  
- City of Hailey’s $500,000 Housing Budget  
- LOT: 0.5% for Housing Fund 
- Housing Agencies: ARCH Community Housing Trust (ARCH), Wood River Community Housing Trust 

(WRCHT), and the Blaine County Housing Authority (BCHA), Housing Company  
- Locals for Accessory Dwelling Units (ADUs)  
- Private/Public Partnerships 
- Privately Funded Community Housing Units  
- Federally Funded Community Housing Units 
- Transitional Housing  

 
To ensure successful housing programming in the City of Hailey, integral elements to their success are the 
annual review and verification processes, as well as up-to-date and accurate accounting of Hailey’s 
community housing inventory.  
 
Annual Review and Verification Processes: City of Hailey Staff work collaboratively with various housing 
agencies, property owners, and private developers to certify that an annual review is conducted, and tenants 
of the residence continue to qualify for the affordable housing unit in which they live. There are two prongs 
to this process delineated by unit type: rental versus ownership.   
 
For rental properties, review and verification of employment are conducted annually. This review and 
verification process happens between a housing agency and the renter, the Housing Company and the renter, 
or a private company and the renter, depending on whom or which agency owns the unit. 
 
By way of example, if ARCH Community Housing Trust owns the rental unit, either ARCH or the Housing 
Company conducts the annual reviews and remits verification to the City of Hailey. If community housing 
units are owned by a private developer, the developer hires a third party to conduct the annual reviews and 
verification, and remits documentation to the City reporting its compliance.   
 
Where ownership properties are concerned, review and verification happen at the time of house sale or 
resale. The deed restriction regulates who buys the home (all based on details of the recorded deed 
restriction). Generally speaking, deed restrictions run with the land in perpetuity; however, if federal funding 
is involved, sale/resale/purchase of the home/unit are required to meet Idaho Housing and Finance 
Association (IHFA) and/or Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requirements to maintain 
its designation as an affordable housing unit.  
 
By way of example, where ARCH has a deed restriction on a for-sale home, ARCH is notified 120 days prior to 
the home being offered for sale. This allows ARCH to prepare for a new, qualified buyer whereby the new 
owner is required to meet the requirements of the restriction.  



In either housing scenario, assurances are in place that account for tenant and buyer turnover to ensure 
Hailey’s community housing units, firstly, remain affordable and accessible to all; and secondly, compliance 
measures are met and in place for years to come.  
 
Housing Inventory: City of Hailey Staff update Hailey’s Housing Inventory multiple times throughout the year. 
This database is manually updated when new units are entitled, and once again when housing units are 
constructed and a Certificate of Occupancy has been issued. Entitled units are not calculated in Hailey’s 
overall total of occupiable community housing units. Only those units that have received a Certificate of 
Occupancy have been inventoried and calculated within Hailey’s community housing unit total.  
 
Within the inventory, City Staff further catalogue the following information:   

- Property Name 
- Deed Restriction  
- Development Status  
- Unit Information 
- Occupancy (renter vs owner) 
- Local Partner  
- Manager  
- Funding (public vs private)  
- Population Group Served  
- Landowner  

 
Once updated, City Staff work with various agencies and property owners (public and private) to confirm all 
information has been accounted for and is accurate. This process happens at the end of each calendar year 
and before commencement of the new year.
