BACKGROUND:   

Library employees who wish to further their education are eligible to apply for a Continuing Education 
(CE) Grant from the Idaho Commission for Libraries (ICfL). Lahela Maxwell has enrolled in two graduate-
level courses in the Library and Information Science Program at Valdosta State University, beginning in 
January 2026. She applied for the CE grant and was awarded $1,250 for the spring 2026 semester. This 
federal grant is pass-through funding from the ICfL, with the library serving as the grantee and Lahela as 
the participant. The award requires a minimum 25% match. 
 
ICfL Continuing Education grants are fulfilled with federal funds authorized by the Library Services and 
Technology Act, as amended (LSTA)(20 U.S.C. 9101 et seq.), and administered by the Institute of 
Museum and Library Services (IMLS) to the ICfL. A grantee may only use program funds for allowable 
costs, as defined in the federal grant funds Uniform Guidance (2 C.F.R. Part 200), which includes the 
requirement that fees be used for reasonable and necessary costs for the accomplishment of program 
objectives. 
 
The grant period is six months, and the student must submit the final grant report within 180 days 
following the end of the CE activity. Participants are eligible to apply for one grant per semester with a 
lifetime maximum benefit of $7,500. Students must receive a grade of B or better to be eligible for 
tuition reimbursement. 
 
The ICfL disburses CE grant funds to the grantee (the library) rather than to the student. After the 
student submits a payment request, the State of Idaho will mail a check to the library or deposit it 
electronically. Grant funds are paid on a reimbursement basis. The ICfL will not reimburse any unspent 
grant award funds.

2. PROGRAM GUIDANCE FOR 2026 
 

Statement of Purpose: To share guidelines for the Transportation Alternatives Program. 
 
Program Administration Team: Local Highway Technical Assistance Council and Idaho Transportation 
Department. 
 
Guidelines and/or Rules: 
 
Basic Structure: 

• Application is available by October 2, 2025. 

• Application is due January 22, 2026. 

• Applicant is required to submit a signed document stating everything in the application is accurate 
and they are able to pay the 7.34% local match. 

• Projects on a state route require coordination with the ITD District TAP Coordinator prior to 
application submittal. Start this coordination early in the application window to allow time for a site 
visit or communication about project limitations within ITD Right-Of-Way. 

• Projects off-system require coordination with LHTAC TAP Coordinator prior to application submittal. 

• ITD design standards and federal regulations (include link) apply to all projects funded with TAP 
funds. 

 

Project Types: 

• Standard Project:   
o Up to $500k federal funds (plus 7.34% local match, total project $536,700). 
o Projects may be phased. 
o May submit two (2) applications each cycle. 

 

• Non-Scalable Project:  
o Up to $1M federal funds (plus 7.34% local match, total project $1,073,400). 
o Must include a non-scalable element: pedestrian bridge, pedestrian tunnel, etc. 
o May only submit one (1) non-scalable application each cycle. Agencies may submit one (1) 

standard project application in addition to a non-scalable application. 
Application: 

• Projects must be located within the public right of way, primarily serving a transportation use.  

• Limit of two applications per City, County, or Highway District (includes up to 1 Non-Scalable TAP 
application). 

 

TAP Coordinators:  
If a project falls within the Idaho Transportation Department (ITD) Right-of-Way (ROW), then the local 
sponsor must coordinate with the appropriate ITD district representative listed below. ITD must review 
and approve the scope of the project and provide a letter of support to be included in the project 
application. During design, the ITD District will have opportunities to provide comments at milestone 
project submittals including (but not limited to) preliminary design, final design, and plans,  
specifications, and estimate (PS&E) submittal. Coordination with your district representative early in 
the application process is recommended.

Scoring: 

• Scoring will be by the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) Selection and Evaluation
Committee as appointed by the Idaho Transportation Department comprising of professionals and
stakeholders from various locations across Idaho.

• The MPOs will collaboratively score and rank the supplemental questions for projects that fall
within MPO boundaries.

• LHTAC staff will provide project recommendations to the LHTAC Council in March 2026 and the ITD
Board at the April 2026 meeting.

Funding: 

• Fund approximately $7.5M in projects annually.

• Funding available in 2028 (partial), 2029, and 2030.

• Maximum federal award of $500k for standard projects. Maximum federal award of $1M for non-
scalable projects.

• No in-kind match.

• Local jurisdictions may design the project in-house if they have a licensed engineer who can
complete Federal-aid compliant design, but this work cannot be reimbursed by the TAP grant.

• Local jurisdictions must hire a Construction Administration consultant as part of the federal project
to complete the construction engineering and inspection. The local agency may augment the
construction engineering and inspection agreement by providing additional inspection. This work
cannot be reimbursed by the TAP grant.

• All projects will require a 7.34% local match of federal funds.

• Project costs may exceed the federal funds allocated to a project, but the local sponsor is required
to pay 100% of cost overruns, unless additional federal funding is available at the time of the
request.

Eligible use of Funds: 

• Hire an engineer off the ITD term agreement list to complete the design to Federal-aid standards.

• Fund construction of the project through federally compliant acquisition process (state and federal
procurement rules must be followed).

• Fund construction engineering and inspection (CE&I) services by a consultant off the ITD term agreement
list. Local sponsor cannot perform construction administration but can help augment inspection on TAP
projects.

Eligible applicants: 

• City, County, or Highway District.

• Transit agency.
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TAP 
• Natural resource or public land agency.

• School district, local education agency, or school.

• Tribal government.

• Any other local or regional governmental entity with responsibility for or oversight of transportation
or recreational trails.

• A State, at the request of an eligible entity listed above.
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Sponsor certifies the following conditions of application: 

• Sponsor is familiar with Transportation Alternatives Program eligibility criteria.

• All Right-of-Way (ROW) was acquired in accordance with the Uniform Relocation Assistance and
Real Property Acquisition Act and no environmental issues are known to exist.

• If the project falls within ITD Right-Of-Way (ROW), sponsor has coordinated with the appropriate
ITD District and has accurately represented the project scope.

• This project doesn’t impact any rail lines. If a track is being crossed, sponsor has a documented
agreement with the railroad attached to this application.

• Sponsor budget accurately reflects the anticipated cost of the proposed project.

• The information in the application accurately reflects available knowledge of staff.

• Sponsor understands this is a reimbursement grant, must furnish the local cash match upfront, will
be reimbursed as work progresses and invoices must be submitted with accompanying
documentation.

• The project must be designed and constructed following federal guidelines in order for the sponsor
to be eligible for the 92.66% federal reimbursement.

• If the applicant decides to remove this project after the project has begun, the sponsor may be
required to pay 100% of all federal funds expended.

• Sponsor accepts responsibility for future maintenance and operating costs of the completed
project.

those with disabilities. Description includes pedestrian and/or bicycle counts, crash data, remarks from
the local police, and other data driven documentation of safety enhancements. 15-20pts

b. Description moderately describes how this project will improve safety for some users. Limited data
driven sources safety enhancements. 10-15pts

c. Project description provides little or no safety improvements. 0-10pts

5. Letters of support: 10 pts
a. Five signed, unique and current letters or statements of support. If this project is within ITD Right-of-

Way, one of the letters must be from the ITD District. 7-10pts
b. Form letters or not unique letters of support. 4-7 pts

Scored Responses: 

1. (35 pts) Project Description (limit one page): 

The proposed project will construct a 10-foot-wide, separated shared-use pathway along 
the east side of South River Street, extending from Walnut Street, turning east onto Cedar 
St, and ending at the intersection of Broadford Road. This segment represents the final 
missing link in River Street’s bicycle and pedestrian network and is critical to achieving a 
continuous, safe, and accessible north–south corridor for non-motorized travel. The 
project scope is limited to this defined pathway which will provide associated safety and 
accessibility features necessary to support year-round use by pedestrians, bicyclists, 
children, seniors, and people with disabilities. 

River Street is one of Hailey’s most heavily used transportation corridors, connecting 
residential neighborhoods, schools, parks, downtown businesses, and regional trail 
systems. While North River Street has already been improved through Hailey Urban 
Renewal Agency–funded investments that included attached bike and pedestrian 
pathways, and Mid-River Street recently benefited from a Local Highway Technical 
Assistance Council (LHTAC) grant that completely rebuilt the roadway and added 
sidewalks and bicycle infrastructure, South River Street remains unimproved. This gap 
forces pedestrians and cyclists to travel along the roadway shoulder or roadside edge, 
often in close proximity to moving vehicles, creating a safety concern and discouraging 
active transportation. 

The primary project element is a separated shared-use path, designed to accommodate 
both pedestrians and bicyclists in a clearly defined, protected space. Separation from 
vehicular traffic will significantly improve user safety and comfort while reducing conflicts 
between modes. The 10-foot width allows for two-way travel, passing, and accessibility for 
users of all ages and abilities, including those using mobility devices, strollers, or adaptive 
bicycles. By providing a continuous, ADA-accessible facility, the project removes a known 
barrier to safe walking and biking along South River Street. 

Beyond safety improvements, the pathway will deliver substantial community benefits. It 
will increase mobility and connectivity, enabling residents to make short trips by foot or 
bicycle rather than by car, supporting healthier lifestyles and reducing potential traffic 
congestion. The project directly advances Hailey’s commitment to expanding its active 
transportation network, as outlined in the Blaine County Bike and Pedestrian Master Plan, 
which identifies River Street as a priority corridor for non-motorized improvements. 



 

Completing this segment ensures that previous public investments along River Street 
function as a cohesive system rather than isolated improvements. 

In summary, the South River Street Shared-Use Pathway is a targeted, high-impact project 
that completes a critical infrastructure gap, improves safety for vulnerable road users, and 
strengthens community connectivity. By linking existing sidewalks, bike lanes, and shared-
use paths into a continuous corridor, the project supports Hailey’s long-term 
transportation, safety, and quality-of-life goals while delivering immediate benefits to 
residents and visitors alike.  

2. (15 pts) Planning and Readiness: Is this project in your jurisdiction’s transportation plan 
or comprehensive plan and has it been updated in the last 5 years? Do you have an ADA

This project is included in the Blaine County Community Bicycle and Pedestrian Master 
Plan, which includes the City of Hailey, and Hailey collaborated in developing. This plan 
was updated in 2024. The section that includes this project is: H1-River Street 
Improvements. This project is a critical piece of the missing bike/pedestrian infrastructure 
in Hailey and is identified a such in this recently updated Bike/Ped master plan. A 
resolution committing the City to pay the local match is included in this application. This 
project is not within an MPO Boundary. 

3. (20 pts) Mobility: Describe how this project will increase mobility in your 
community? Does it tie into an existing pedestrian system and/or provide 
connectivity? Will the project increase biking or walking trips? Does this project 
remove a known barrier to accessibility? (limit ½ page). 

The South River Street Shared-Use Pathway will significantly increase mobility and 
accessibility in the Hailey community by completing a continuous, safe corridor for 
pedestrians and bicyclists where no connected bike/ped infrastructure currently exists. 
This 10-foot-wide, separated pathway will fill the final gap in River Street’s bike and 
pedestrian network, directly tying into existing sidewalks and bike infrastructure on North 
and Mid-River Street and creating an uninterrupted north–south active transportation route. 

By eliminating the current discontinuity, the project provides new, direct connections 
between residential neighborhoods along South River Street and key community 
destinations, including schools, parks, businesses, and health care services located along 
and near the River Street corridor. Residents will be able to safely walk or bike from their 



 

homes to shopping, dining, schools, and appointments without needing to travel in the 
roadway or rely on a vehicle. This improved connectivity is expected to increase both 
walking and biking trips, particularly for short, daily trips that are currently suppressed due 
to safety concerns. 

At present, South River Street lacks sidewalks or separated bicycle facilities, forcing 
pedestrians, including children, seniors, and individuals with disabilities, to walk along the 
edge of the roadway in close proximity to vehicular traffic. This condition represents a 
known barrier to accessibility and a deterrent to active transportation. The proposed 
shared-use pathway removes this barrier by providing a fully separated, ADA-accessible 
facility designed for users of all ages and abilities, including those using mobility devices, 
strollers, or adaptive bicycles. 

By connecting previously isolated infrastructure segments and installing a new facility 
where none existed, the project transforms River Street into a complete, accessible 
corridor that supports safe, independent travel. The South River Street Shared-Use 
Pathway will expand transportation choices, improve access to goods and services, and 
advance Hailey’s goal of creating a connected, inclusive, and multimodal transportation 
system. 

 

4. (20 pts) Safety: Describe how this project will improve safety for cyclists, 
pedestrians, children, and those with disabilities in your community. (Limit ½ page). 

According to Idaho Transportation Department Crash Report Data, the route along the 
proposed pathway has hosted four unique crash incidents between 2020-2024. This 
project will substantially improve safety for cyclists, pedestrians, children, and people with 
disabilities by replacing an informal, vehicle-oriented travel environment with a dedicated, 
separated shared-use pathway. Currently, there is no pedestrian or bicycle facility along 
this corridor, requiring people to walk or bike near vehicular traffic or avoid the area 
altogether. This condition creates heightened safety risks, particularly for children, older 
adults, and individuals with mobility or sensory impairments. 

The proposed pathway will provide physical separation from the roadway, significantly 
reducing conflicts between vehicles and non-motorized users. A clearly defined, purpose-
built facility improves visibility, predictability, and user comfort, allowing people of all ages 
and abilities to travel safely. The pathway’s width, surface, and alignment will be designed 
to accommodate shared use by pedestrians, bicyclists, strollers, and mobility devices, 
ensuring compliance with ADA standards. 



 

By creating a continuous and accessible route, the project enables families and children to 
walk or bike without navigating discontinuous pathways. Overall, this investment 
transforms an area without infrastructure into a safe, inclusive transportation corridor that 
supports everyday travel, recreation, and community well-being. The Federal Highway 
Administration’s Evaluation of Safety, Design, and Operation of Shared-Use Paths 
documents research showing that designing wide, separated shared-use paths for 
pedestrians, bicyclists, and other nonmotorized users improves overall levels of service 
and reduces user conflicts compared with mixed roadside conditions where people walk 
and bike alongside traffic. This report provides foundational support for the safety benefits 
of separated non-motorized infrastructure.
